(U) Force Health Protection Research seeks to enhance the protection of Service members against health threats in military deployments both by increasing our
understanding of military health issues and by applying the findings from a decade of research on the etiology and treatment of Gulf War illnesses (GWI). This
program is conducted in close coordination with the Department of Veterans Affairs. The program is divided into 5 thrust areas: (1) global health monitoring
