| . Description of Operations Financed:

Descriptive Summary: The Departnent of Defense Human Resources Activity (DHRA), is a
DoD-wi de field activity chartered to support the Under Secretary of Defense
(Personnel and Readi ness) (USD(P&R)). The Deputy Secretary of Defense approved the
mer ger of the Defense Manpower Data Center (DVDC), a DoD support activity, with the
G vilian Personnel Managenent Service (CPMS), a DoD field activity, and renaned the
conbi ned organi zati on the DoD Human Resources Activity. |In FY 1999, DHRA assuned
responsibility for the Ofice of the Chancellor for Education and Professional

Devel opment, the Ofice of the Director of the Quadrennial Review of Mlitary
Compensation, and the Permanent Duty Travel (PDT) and Ready Reserve Travel (RRT) Task
Force. DHRA is the central Departnent of Defense (DoD) activity for the collection
and anal ysis of manpower and personnel data to support Departnent-w de tracking,

anal yses, research, studies, and a wde variety of reporting requirenments. DHRA
provides civilian personnel policy support, functional informtion managenent, and
civilian personnel adm nistrative services to DoD Conponents and activities. DHRA
prograns inprove the effectiveness, efficiency, and productivity of personnel
operations throughout DoD

The scope of DHRA operations is broad and enconpasses all aspects of data collection
and utilization of Defense manpower and personnel data records to support DoD w de
anal yses, studies and research. The field activity is the responsible organization
within DoD for the exchange of automated manpower data with other Governnent agencies
as approved by the USD(P&R). DHRA, in coordination with the DoD | nspector Ceneral
and the Defense Finance and Accounting O fice, operates Operation Mngoose, a fraud
detection and prevention unit to mnimze fraudul ent attacks agai nst DoD financi al
asset s.
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DHRA manages the Departnent’s nunmerous civilian workforce prograns to include
appropriated and nonappropriated fund personnel prograns, nobilization initiatives,
and the Gvilian Assistance and Re- Enpl oynent (CARE) and Priority Placenent prograns.
O her civilian initiatives include maintaining workforce bal ance, reducing the costs
of the Departnent’s workers’ and unenpl oynent conpensation bills, and perform ng data
col l ection, analysis, negotiation, and issuance responsibilities for the Federal wage
schedul es for wage grade enpl oyees. Additional functions include equal enploynent
opportunity conplaint and grievance investigations and injury and unenpl oynent
conpensation cl ains revi ews.

DHRA oversees the regional restructuring of civilian personnel operations and the
devel opment of the single, standard Departnent-w de civilian personnel information
system — the Defense Civilian Personnel Data Systemand its nodernization. The
nmodern systemw || provide a standard civilian personnel data warehouse and a nodern
operating environnment supporting a single integrated information system

DHRA manages the Joint Requirenents and Integration Ofice (JR& O established by the
Deputy Secretary of Defense in July, 1997. The JR& O is responsible for personne
data adm ni stration; supports the USD(P&R) on informati on managenment and information
t echnol ogy i ssues; and provi des busi ness process reengineering for the entire life
cycle of mlitary personnel. The Deputy Secretary of Defense assigned acquisition
responsibilities for the Defense Integrated MIlitary Human Resources System (D MHRS)
to the Departnent of the Navy. The JR&I O is responsible for overall direction of the
program and provi des functional requirenents to the Navy.
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1. Gvilian Assistance and Re- Enpl oynment Program

Reduci ng t he DoD wor kforce has been and renmains one of the nost difficult tasks ever
presented to the Defense Departnent. The Civilian Assistance and Re- Enpl oynent
(CARE) program has been | argely successful in this effort through the innovative use
of special personnel prograns and incentives. To date, DoD has accounted for the
majority of the downsizing of the Federal workforce. Since October 1989, DoD has
reduced its civilian enploynent by over 376,000 positions. By Septenber 2003,

anot her 80, 000 positions could be elimnated, if all reduction initiatives are

i npl emented. The CARE program supports achi evenent of the necessary reductions with
m ni mum wor kf orce tur bul ence.

CARE officials manage the operation of the Departnent of Defense civilian reduction
and career transition assistance progranms. These highly effective, award-w nning
prograns include the Priority Placement Program (PPP), which continues to place
approxi mately 450 enpl oyees each nonth. Since 1994, the staff has conducted
briefings for over 77,549 enpl oyees, 6,084 nmanagers, and 696 union representatives on
the PPP and Civilian Assistance and Re- Enpl oynent prograns; the separation incentive
or buyout programthrough which DoD has avoi ded over 125,000 involuntary (reduction
in force) separations since 1993; and the voluntary early retirenment programthrough
whi ch enpl oyees retire at a reduced age and service to help mtigate reductions in
force; about 54,000 enpl oyees have retired under this program since 1993.

In FY 1998, funding was increased for the job outreach program which markets and
coordi nates involvenent wth existing qualified service providers through the Job
Training Partnership Act, facilitates municipal offering of community outreach
services, and provides data for evaluation of federal job placenent prograns.
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2. Regionalization and Systens Mbderni zation

The Departnment is engaged in three nmajor refornms of civilian personnel

admnistration: (1) restructuring field level civilian personnel operations into
regi onal service centers (anticipated to conclude in FY 1999); (2) developing a
nmodern Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS) (schedul ed to conplete DoD w de
depl oynent in FY 2000); and (3) inproving and reengi neering busi ness processes.

Taken together, these refornms will greatly streanm ine personnel operations while
reduci ng the nunber of required staff. These projects are being inplenented
systematically to achieve the highest |evel of efficiency while ensuring that there
are no adverse m ssion consequences.

Regi onal restructuring is required to inplenment National Performance Review
streamlining initiatives, which have reduced resources dedicated to the personnel
services infrastructure. Reductions in the nunber of civilian personnel specialists
have al ready been programmed across DoD. In conjunction with Regionalization, CPM
is inmplenmenting business process inprovenents including those initially devel oped

t hrough the Corporate Information Managenent (CIM initiative.

The DHRA budget contains the resources for the devel opnent of a single, nodern
standard information systemto be used throughout the Departnment. This funding
supports the devel opnent of hardware acquisition, central database and application
managenent, and software acquisition and devel opnent for the Mdernization Programs
Central Design Activity (CDA). The budgets of the DoD Conponents contain the
resources to realign personnel and other resources into a regional configuration.
Conmponent funding al so supports purchasing the hardware infrastructure and additi onal
software necessary to deploy and operate the nodern Defense Cvilian Personnel Data
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System (DCPDS). The Regionalization and Systens Moderni zati on program oper ates
within the authority and oversight of the DoD Information Technol ogy Overarching
| nt egrated Process Team

In FY 2000, CPMsS will conplete depl oynent of the nodern DCPDS by facilitating the

m gration of the remaining regional sites fromthe | egacy DCPDS to the nodern DCPDS
Once the nodern DCPDS is fully deployed, CPMS will be responsible for the
sust ai nment, operation, and mai ntenance of the nodern DCPDS for the Departnent.

3. I njury/Unenpl oynent Conpensati on Program

By law, DoD civilian enployees who are injured on the job are conpensated for | ost

wages. Injury conpensation clains are processed and adjudi cated by the Departnent of
Labor, which bills DoD for approved clainms. For FY 1998, the Defense Departnment was
billed $593 mllion for injury conpensation clains. |In FY 1993, the Departnent

formed a centralized, consolidated case review and clains verification process for
all DoD unenpl oynent clains. DoD civilian enployees, who are separated through no
fault of their own, are entitled to unenpl oynent conpensation (UC) benefits. Audits
on 236,000 UC clains produced a cost avoidance of $6.7 million for FY 1994 - FY 1998.
FY 2000 and FY 2001 are expected to produce sim |l ar cost avoi dance. DoD |eads the
Federal Governnment in cost savings, reducing the injury conpensation costs by 2.1
percent since 1994, with a cost avoi dance of $37.3 million.
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4. Conpl ai nt I nvestigations

The O fice of Conplaint Investigations (OC) conducts formal Equal Enpl oynent
Qpportunity (EEO investigations of alleged violations of the Cvil Rights Act and
other anti-discrimnation laws in accordance with EEO Conpl ai nt Processing

Regul ations (29 CFR Part 1614). EEO discrimnation conplaints are expected to
increase in FY 2000 due to downsizing; availability of conpensatory danages under the
1991 Gvil Rights Act; new regul ations; and increased disability-based

di scrim nation.

Resol vi ng EEO conpl aints by alternative dispute resolution (ADR) avoi ds processing
costs of between $40,000 and $80, 000 per case. Additionally, potential litigation
costs of between $161, 000 to $310, 000 are avoi ded for each case resolved. One of

OCl"s goals is to continue increasing resolutions by using ADR. OCl’'s goal is to

increase the use of ADR in resolving conplaints by 15percent in FY 2000.

5. Wage and Sal ary Program

The Wage and Sal ary Division executes del egated pay setting authority for the
Department of Defense. |In carrying out this authority, the Division establishes pay
schedul es and rates for nearly 400,000 enpl oyees in the Federal Wage System (FW5) and
numerous adm ni stratively determ ned pay systens. Each year the Division executes
DoD | ead agency responsibility in 133 appropriated and 125 nonappropri ated fund wage
areas, conducting wage surveys, analyzing results, and issuing over 1,300 FW5 wage
schedul es and nearly 400 pay band, adm nistrative support, and patron services wage
schedul es.
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In addition to its regular FW5 program the Division executes a variety of special
rate and schedul e prograns, including General Schedule (GS) and FW5 special salary
rates, overseas educator salary schedul es, and special industry schedul es such as
hydroel ectric power plants, |ock and dam operations, and the Navy’'s Mlitary Sealift
Command civilian enpl oyees working aboard ship. The Division al so exercises
techni cal oversight responsibility for the DoD foreign national enployee conpensation
program covering nearly 73,000 foreign national enployees. Recent additions to the
Division's programinclude establishing the faculty pay plans for the Defense
Language Institute Foreign Language Center and the Unifornmed Services University of
Heal t h Sci ences.

The Division's success in issuing accurate wage and salary schedules within statutory
time franmes contributes markedly to the efficiency and norale of the Departnent's
wor kf or ce

6. Field Advisory Services (FAS)

FAS provi des techni cal advisory support to 12,500 personnel specialists in over 400
custoner service units and regional offices worldw de who, in turn, adm nister human
resources support to over 750,000 enployees. FAS is the Departnent’s principle
source of technical advice and guidance in the areas of benefits and entitlenents,
pay and conpensation, job classification covering 675 occupational series, and | abor
relations.
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FAS products and services include: job classification appeals adjudication, statutory
review of all DOD collective bargaining agreenents, expert systens and artificial
intelligence devel opnent, personnel subject matter guides, fax-back services, and
human resources training for specialists, managers, and enpl oyees. FAS products and
services are available to human resources specialists 24 hours a day, 7 days a week.
FAS uses a system of tel ephone, facsimle, and the internet to reach our audi ence.

O course, surface mail traffic is wdely used too.

FAS answered over 20,000 inquiries during FY 1998 and received 1.5 mllion contacts
via the FAS web pages. In 1998, FAS responded within one workday 96 percent of the
time and wthin 3 workdays 98 percent of the time. Field Advisory Services

adj udi cated 117 position classification appeals, reviewed and approved 170 | abor
agreenents, provided on-site technical assistance and training for nore than 6, 000
personnel specialists, managers and enpl oyees, and di spatched over 22,000 reference
gui des and job aids via the FAS aut omat ed fax-back service and the internet.

In less than 5 years, FAS has beconme a custoner service nodel for organization
redesi gn and reinvention of human resources within the Federal CGovernnment. The nen
and wonmen of Field Advisory Services play a vital role in its continuing evol ution
and nmake practical the ideal of excellence in governnent. FAS has been recogni zed
for its conmtnment to excellence by two national awards: Vice President Gore’s Hanmer
Award and the Governnment Technol ogy Leadershi p Award.
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7. Smart Card

The Smart Card Technology Ofice (SCTO was established within the DHRA, DVDC. The
m ssion of the SCTOis to conduct an evaluation of Smart Card technology within the
Departnent of Defense (DoD). Specifically, the SCTOw || establish a body of
expertise on the application of smart card technol ogy; devel op a consensus on the

i npl enmentation of smart card technology within the DoD;, make a recomrendati on on
whet her or not the smart card should be adopted as the universal |ID card; assess the
i npact and cost of inplenenting smart card technology to include infrastructure and
associ ated systens; coordi nate denonstration projects to ensure appropriate data are
avai l abl e for evaluation; and, determ ne a DoD configuration managenent strategy that
woul d ensure continuity and interoperability across applications and functions.
Applications that can be used by nore than one conponent or involve interface with a
DoD central database will be the responsibility of the SCTO. The SCTO was funded

t hrough FY 1999.

8. Defense Enrollnment Eligibility Reporting System ( DEERS)

DEERS mai ntains enrol Il nent and confirns eligibility for DoD entitlenents and
privileges. DEERS identifies all users of DoD benefits; provides a neans to ensure
that only eligible beneficiaries receive benefits and services; collects, maintains,
and provi des denographic data on eligible beneficiaries; inproves the nanagenent,

pl anni ng, and allocation of DoD benefits resources; and reduces fraud and abuse of
DoD benefit prograns. DEERS conbi nes autonated sponsor data provided by the

Uni formed Services and ot her Federal agencies, such as the Departnent of Veterans
Affairs, with famly menber information provided through the Unifornmed Services
identification card issuing systemto provide approximately 1400 sites with accurate
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and tinely information about people entitled to benefits. The DEERS dat abase base is
queri ed approxi mately 900,000 tines per day by nmanaged care support contractors,

Uni formed Services nedical and dental treatnent facilities, and personnel offices.
DEERS data serve as the basis for enrollnent into TRl CARE

9. Real-Tine Automat ed Personnel Identification System ( RAPI DS)

DHRA has programresponsibility for the Real -Tinme Automated Personnel Identification
System (RAPIDS), established to automatically produce a standardi zed, machi ne-
readabl e, tanper resistant ID card for the Uniforned Services, as well as to provide
the primary update vehicle for the Defense Enrollnment Eligibility Reporting System
(DEERS) database. RAPIDS is used to validate benefits eligibility for all active,
Reserve, and retired Uniformed Services nenbers, their eligible or pre-eligible
famly nmenbers, and beneficiaries.

10. Joint Market Research Program

The purpose of the Joint Market Research Program (JMRP) is to provide the OUSD(P&R)
and the Services a broad range of qualitative and quantitative information on
recruiting markets. This information includes insight into the propensity of youth
to enlist inthe mlitary, nonitoring youth attitudes toward enlistnment in the
Mlitary Services over tinme, evaluating other factors that affect enlistnment, and
provi di ng anal yses that support assessnent of the Services' recruiting plans,
prograns, and budgets. Ongoing projects include: (a) the Youth Attitude Tracking
Study (YATS), an annual tel ephone interview of approximtely 10,000 16 to 24 year-old
men and wonen; (b) qualitative interviews with youth and influencers; (c) the Survey
of Recruit Soci oeconom c Backgrounds, a survey of newrecruits to determne their
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soci oeconom c |level; (d) acquisition and distribution of market environnent data and
recruiting workload data to the Services' Recruiting Commands, OSD, and ot her
mlitary manpower analysts; and (e) the biennial DoD Recruiter Survey, conducted
since 1989 for the overall purpose of evaluating recruiter quality of life issues.

11. Joint Surveys Studies

DHRA s Def ense Manpower Data Center periodically conducts |arge-scal e general
personnel attitudinal surveys as well as various special - purpose surveys of DoD
civilians, Service nenbers, retirees and other veterans. Spouses are al so surveyed
for sone efforts. These surveys are conducted to support OSD offices with program or
policy responsibilities affecting mlitary and civilian DoD personnel. The
information is used to formulate, nonitor, and refine policies and prograns affecting
the noral e, health, pay, benefits, and readi ness of DoD personnel and their famlies.

12. Defense Integrated MIlitary Human Resources System

The Joint Requirenents and Integration Ofice provides functional direction for the
Def ense Integrated MIlitary Human Resources System (DI MHRS), the fully integrated
mlitary personnel and pay nmanagenent systemthat wll|l serve Service nenbers and
their famlies, mlitary commanders, and the Services into the 21° century. The
Departnent recently funded DI MHRS t hrough FY 2005. DI VHRS received M| estone 0
approval in FY 1998 and is proceeding to M| estone | approval during FY 1999. This
requires coordination of an Operational Requirenents Docunent (ORD) setting out the
key functional requirenments and perfornmance neasures, as well as other life cycle
managenent docunents including a Life Cycle Cost and Benefit Anal ysis.
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Congress provided direction in the FY 1999 Defense Appropriations Act and Conference
Report whi ch expands the scope of DI MHRS, now described as the DI MHRS enterpri se.
The DI MHRS Personnel /Pay initiative consists of the ongoing effort that supports
functions enconpassed by the busi ness process reengineering effort initiated in 1992
and reviewed by the Defense Science Board Task Force in 1996. The Deputy Secretary
of Defense approved this programw th the objective of a totally integrated pay and
per sonnel system supporting the functional requirenents of all the conponents.

In conpliance with the Cinger-Cohen Act and the Governnent Performance and Results
Act, the DI MHRS Personnel /Pay project is identifying "useful segnents” that can
denonstrate both rapid acquisition techniques and neasurabl e functional benefits.
During FY 1999 and FY 2000, a pilot Accessions capability, using a Conmercial Of-
The- Shel f (COTS) product, will be conducted and eval uat ed.

In conpliance with Congressional direction, DIMHRS wi ||l al so begin DI MHRS Manpower
and DIMHRS Training initiatives in FY 1999. Scopi ng workshops whi ch define the
functionality of the efforts as well as anticipated benefits, wll include
representation fromall the DoD conponents.

13. Mlitary Personnel Information System

The Systens Executive Ofice for Manpower and Personnel (SEQ MP) is responsible for
acqui sition program managenent of Manpower and Personnel Information Systens and

ot her assigned progranms. FY 1999 funding in the anount of $38Mwi || be used for
initial outfitting, equipnent, communications, software and related infrastructure
support requirenents for information systemfacilities; inplenmenting the enterprise
| evel strategy and mlitary manpower and personnel information program devel oping a
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proof of concept and prototype using DI MHRS as the nodel and strategy for the
manpower and personnel enterprise managenent progran addressing nodernization and
m gration system support; and conpleting the establishnment of an Application Control
Center. These requirenents are to satisfy Congressional direction.

14. Chancel |l or for Education and Professional Devel opnent

The O fice of the Chancellor for Education and Professional Devel opnent was
established in Cctober 1998. The Chancellor serves as DoD s seni or operational
specialist in civilian higher education and professional devel opment. The Chancel |l or
is the principal advocate for academ c quality and cost effectiveness of al

prograns, courses of instruction, and institutions that provide higher education and
pr of essi onal devel opment for civilians with the DoD. The Chancel | or overseas

i npl emrentati on of educational and professional devel opnent policies and requirenents
devel oped by the USD(P&R) and by functional |eadership at the Under Secretary and
Assi stant Secretary |evels.

The O fice of the Chancellor for Education and Professional Devel opnent plans and
executes studies and projects associated with the devel opnent of standards for
quality in civilian education and professional developnent. It establishes
appropriate standards, nonitors institutions and prograns for conpliance with such
standards, and serves as a focal point for external accreditation and certification
of covered institutions.
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15. The Ofice of the Director of the Ninth Quadrennial Review of Mlitary
Conpensati on

This office directs a review of the principles and concepts of the conpensation
systemevery four years. The review overarches an annual review of the adequacy of
mlitary pay and all owances. The QRMC conducts a strategic review of the mlitary
conpensati on and benefits systemto assess the mlitary' s ability to recruit and
retain the highest quality force in the face of changi ng denographics, a dynam c
econom ¢ environnent, and the new mlitary strategy. The Director, QRMC, ensures the
review fulfills the requirenents of the Presidential Charter and prepares a report
for the President to submt to Congress summarizing the review and making
reconmendat i ons.

16. Per Diem Duty Travel and Ready Reserve Travel Task Force

In June 1998, the Deputy Secretary approved task force reports on reengi neering
permanent duty travel and ready reserve travel. To inplement the task force
recommendati ons, the Deputy Secretary approved the creation of an inplenentation
office within the USD(P&R) .
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17. Cvilian Payroll/Operational Support

Fundi ng supports operations and civilian personnel costs not specifically associated
with the prograns identified. Operational costs are varied in nature and include

| nterservice Support Agreenents, training, contract maintenance, supplies and

equi pnent, |ocal area networks support, rent, tel ephone costs, and adm nistrative
support to DHRA offices in the National Capital Region, throughout the United States,
and OCONUS.

The Departnent of Defense Human Resources Activity (DHRA), G vilian Personnel
Managenent Service (CPMS) supports the Under Secretary of Defense (Personnel and
Readi ness) in planning and formul ating civilian personnel prograns, providing policy
support, functional information managenent and Departnment-w de civilian personnel

adm ni strative services for the Ofice of the Secretary of Defense, the Mlitary
Departnents and Def ense agencies. CPMsS consolidated a nunber of comon personnel
managenent functions previously performed by each of the DoD Conponents through their
own separate field agencies and/or headquarters staffs, realizing a 20 percent
initial cost savings associated with civilian personnel managenent services above the
base operating personnel office level. The functions include equal enploynent

The O fice of Conplaint Investigations (OC) conducts formal Equal Enpl oynent
Qpportunity (EEO investigations of alleged violations of the Cvil Rights Act and
other anti-discrimnation laws in accordance with EEO Conpl ai nt Processing

Regul ations (29 CFR Part 1614).

In FY 1998, OClI received approximately 4,100 EEO conplaints for investigation. FY
1998 projections estinate 4,186 conpleted investigations; an increase of 273 over the
3,913 conpl eted cases in FY 1997. EEO discrimnation conplaints are expected to
increase in FY 1999 and FY 2000 due to downsi zing; availability of conpensatory
damages under the 1991 Civil Rights Act; new regul ations; and increased disability-
based di scrim nation.

Resol vi ng EEO conpl aints by alternative dispute resolution (ADR) avoi ds processing
costs of between $40,000 and $80, 000 per case. Additionally, potential litigation
costs of between $161, 000 to $310, 000 are avoi ded for each case resolved. One of
OCl"'s goals is to continue increasing resolutions by using ADR In FY 1998, the
nunmber of OCI resolutions increased 20 percent over FY 1997. (OCl’'s success in
appl yi ng ADR during FY 1998 avoi ded an estimted $36Min conplaint processing costs
and an undeterm ned anount of litigation costs. The OCl goal for FY 1999 and FY 2000
is to increase the nunber of resolutions by 15 percent through an orchestrated push
to encourage the use of ADR before each investigation, devel opnent of ADR teans, and
i ncrease ADR trai ning.

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Wage and Sal ary Program

DHRA s CPMS, Wage and Sal ary Division, conducts wage surveys and issues Federal Wage
System (FW5) schedul es for the Federal governnent’s craft and trade enpl oyees. The
FWE was established in 1972, by Public Law 92-392 and is codified in title 5, United
States Code. This Division carries out the DoD | ead agency rol e by conducting
surveys in 133 appropriated and 125 nonappropriated fund wage areas. The Wage and
Sal ary Division issues schedul es covering approxi mately 225,000 appropriated fund
regul ar FWS enpl oyees throughout the Federal governnent and issues schedul es for
approxi mately 47,500 nonappropriated fund FW5 enpl oyees, and 48, 000 non- F\W5
nonappropri ated fund enpl oyees.

The success of these activities is based upon the conduct of wage surveys and

i ssuance of wage schedules within prescribed tine periods. For appropriated fund
enpl oyees, wage surveys nust be conducted in accordance with a regulatory tine
schedul e (5CFR 532). Wage schedul es nust be issued within 45 business days fromthe
start of the survey. The quality of the coll ected wage data and subsequent data
anal yses is evaluated through review and discussion with the Mlitary Departnents,
the Ofice of Personnel Managenent, and involved | abor unions. |In FY 1997, 990
schedul es were issued and in FY 1998, 980 schedul es were issued. Al were issued
Within statutory time limts.

In addition to the FW5 program the Wage and Sal ary Programincludes a variety of
speci al rate and schedul e prograns covering FW5 General Schedule (GS), and

Adm ni stratively Determ ned (AD) pay plans. These prograns include the GS and FW5
special salary rate prograns and technical oversight responsibility for the DoD
foreign national conpensation program The Division conducts surveys of 196 public
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school jurisdictions in the US to establish salary schedul es for overseas educators
enpl oyed by the Departnent of Defense Education Activity (DoDEA). The Division also
conducts wage surveys and issues wage rates for special industries, e.g., power plant
and | ock and dam operations, and the Navy’'s Mlitary Sealift Comrand civilian

The custonmers who shape the organization’s workl oad are the
Components, installation | evel program managers, installation/activity conmanders,
enpl oyees, and the Departnent of Labor (DOL). Prior to consolidation in CPMS, nost
of the Components did not have the benefit of liaison specialists collocated at DCL
office to review injury cases, conduct hone visits to injured enpl oyees, train,

advi se, and assist in reenploynent efforts. By consolidating DoD |liaison efforts, 10
manpower spaces were saved.

DoD civilian enpl oyees, who are separated through no fault of their own, are entitled
to unenpl oynent conpensation (UC) benefits. DOL has entered into agreenents with al
of the states, the District of Colunbia, Puerto Rico, and the Virgin Islands which
provide for the state adm nistration of the UC prograns and allow the State

Enpl oyment Security Agencies to determ ne and pay UC clains based on applicable state
|aw. Each state bills DOL, which in turn bills DoD, for approved clains. Audits on
222,668 UC claims produced a cost avoidance of $6.1 nillion for FY 1994 through 3"
quarter of FY 1998. FY 1999 and FY 2000 are expected to produce simlar cost

avoi dance.

To aid DoD liaisons and installation Injury and Unenpl oynent Conpensation program
managers, CPMS devel oped the DoD Injury and Unenpl oynent Tracking System The system
has been depl oyed at 415 activities. Since October 1993, hone visits were conducted
in 31 areas with 1600 claimants visited. Actual savings over the sanme period total ed
over $24.3 mllion with potential lifetinme savings exceeding $882.9 mllion. In FY
1997, the Federal Governnent’s injury conpensation bill decreased $7 mllion and
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DOD' s decreased by $11 million. DoD |eads the Federal Governnent in costs savings,
reduci ng the actual conpensation costs 0.4 percent in FY 1995, 1 percent in FY 1996,
and 1.9 percent in FY 1997, with a cost avoi dance of $26.5 million. In FY 1998, DoD
continued to avoid a greater percentage of Federal Enployees’ Conpensation Act (FECA)
costs than the rest of the Federal CGovernnent. Simlar cost avoidance is expected
for FY 1999 and FY 2000.

In
four years, the program has denonstrated that consolidating and streamini ng human
resources nmanagenent prograns can provide better service at | ess cost on a consistent
courteous, accurate, and tinely basis. FAS has becone a custoner service nodel for
organi zations to realign and reinvent human resources prograns within the Federal
Gover nnent .

Field Advisory Services has received fromthe Hanmer Award for its commtnent to
provi de excellent service to the field and to reinvent Governnent. FAS has al so
recei ved the Governnent Technol ogy Leadership Award.

The Departnment is engaged in three nmajor refornms of civilian personnel

admnistration: (1) restructuring field level civilian personnel operations into
regi onal service centers (anticipated to conclude in FY 1999); (2) developing a
nmodern Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS) (schedul ed to conplete DoD w de
depl oynent in FY 2000); and (3) inproving and reengi neering busi ness processes.

Taken together, these refornms will greatly stream ine personnel operations while
reduci ng the nunber of required staff. These projects are being inplenented
systematically to achieve the highest |evel of efficiency while ensuring that there
are no adverse m ssion consequences.

Regi onal restructuring is required to inplenment National Performance Review
streamining initiatives, which have reduced resources, dedicated to the personnel
services infrastructure. Reductions in the nunber of civilian personnel specialists
have al ready been programmed across DoD. In conjunction with regionalization, CPM
is inmplenmenting business process inprovenents including those initially devel oped

t hrough the Corporate Information Managenent (CIM initiative.

When conbined wth regionalization, the nodern client-server based human resources

i nformati on system under devel opnment will allow the Departnent to reach a target-
servicing ratio of 1:88 by the end of FY 2001. This systemw || elimnate
duplicative Conponent system costs and reduce nai ntenance costs for mainfrane
conput er operations. These benefits are reflected throughout the budgets of DHRA,
the Mlitary Departnents, and the Defense agencies. Additional details may be found

The
personnel savings are already reflected in the Mlitary Departnents’ and Defense
agenci es’ budgets.

The budget contains the resources for the devel opnent of a single, nobdern standard
informati on systemto be used throughout the Departnent. This funding supports the
devel opnent of hardware acquisition, central database and applicati on managenent, and
sof tware acqui sition and devel opnent for the Mdernization Programis Central Design
Activity (CDA). The budgets of the DoD Conponents contain the resources to realign
personnel and other resources into a regional configuration. Conponent funding al so
supports purchasing the hardware infrastructure and additional software necessary to
depl oy and operate the nodern Defense Civilian Personnel Data System (DCPDS). The
Regi onal i zati on and Systens Moderni zati on program operates within the authority and
oversight of the DoD Information Technol ogy Overarching Integrated Process Team

In FY 1998, CPMS converted the remai ni ng Def ense Busi ness Managenent System ( DBMS)
users to the |l egacy DCPDS. CPMsS will conplete initial devel opnent of the nodern
DCPDS and participate in the systemqualification test in October 1998. Depl oynent
of the nodern DCPDS begins in Novenber 1998.
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In FY 2000, CPMsS will conplete depl oynent of the nodern DCPDS by facilitating the

m gration of the remaining regional sites fromthe | egacy DCPDS to the nodern DCPDS
Once the nodern DCPDS is fully deployed, CPMS will be responsible for the
sust ai nment, operation, and mai ntenance of the nodern DCPDS for the Departnent.

incentives. To date, DoD has accounted for the majority of the downsizing of the Federal
wor kf orce. Since Cctober 1989, DoD has reduced its civilian enploynment by over 370,000 I V.

These
courses are the Executive Leadership Course (ELC) for G5 12/13 and O 4/5, and the Seni or
Executi ve Leadership Course (SELC) for GS 14/15 and O 5/6 nmenbers of the Departnment of

Def ense. The Team Leader Training Course (TLTC) trains team | eaders, GS-14/15, to lead the
six teans of ELC participants. The Team Fel |l ow Course (TFC) trains GS-14/15 and O-5/6 to

|l ead the teans of the SELC. The Defense Executive Institute (DElI) provides an annual update
on current issues and activities for graduates of all ELDP courses, the ELDP Cadre. Over 650

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Entitlement Eligibility and Personnel ldentification

DHRA' s Def ense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) devel ops, manages and operates two closely related
systens for the Departnment of Defense (DoD): the Defense Enrollnment Eligibility Reporting
System (DEERS) and the Real -tinme Automated Personnel ldentification System (RAPIDS). These
systens performinportant DoD-w de functions in the proper identification of our mlitary
menbers and their famlies, and the correct adjudication of benefit eligibility for maj or DoD
entitlenent prograns. In FY96 DVDC began fielding of new and vastly inproved nodern systens
to performboth functions.

The DVDC Support Ofice (DSO) operates a facility to support the mlitary health care
beneficiaries. A phone center is used to establish eligibility and provide custoner service
to mlitary sponsors and their famly nenbers on a wi de range of areas including: record
changes, TRICARE eligibility, Medicare eligibility, the Base Realignnment and C osure (BRAC)

Mai | - Order Pharnmacy Program assistance in clainms processing, and general information. Support
O fice analysts receive, research, resolve, and respond to problens faced by the nore than

17, 000, 000 people currently or potentially eligible for care under the mlitary health care
system These cases involved record changes resulting frombirths, deaths, divorces, change in
status, etc. DSO al so operates the Persian Gulf War Hotlines for the Departnment of Defense.
Two separate tel ephone functions are in operation: the Medical Registry for veterans desiring
enroll ment in the Conprehensive Cinical Evaluation Programand the |Incident Reporting |ine
for veterans to share information related to incidents or experiences they may have had during
their service in the Gulf. Since these lines went into operation, nore than 91,000 calls have
been received.
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Performance in this functional area can be neasured by the nunber of records accurately

mai ntai ned in the database and the access tinmes world-wide to those records, the nunber of ID
card and eligibility transactions posted agai nst the database, and the nunber of phone calls,
research cases and letters handled at the Support Ofice. For FY 1998, an average of 17
mllion records were nmaintained in DEERS, with an average daily transaction count of 1 mllion
transactions up from 750,000 transactions per day in the previous year. The Support Ofice
handl ed nore than 335,199 calls during FY 1998, researched over 32,000 cases and nmil ed over
302,000 letters to beneficiaries. Approximtely 12,804 calls were received on the Persian
@ul f Hotlines during FY 1998.

DMDC mai ntains the Montgonery G Bill (M3 B) System The M3d B under Chapter 30, Title, 38, US
Code is an educational benefit programfor active duty personnel in the Arny, Navy, Mrine
Corps, Air Force, Coast Guard, Public Health Service and the National Oceanographic and

At nospheric Adm nistration (NOAA), The M3A B under Chapter 1606, Title 10, US Code is an
educational benefits program for nmenbers of the Selected Reserve Conponents including: Arny,
Navy, Marine Corps, Air Force, and Coast CGuard, the Arny National Guard and Air Nati onal
Guard.

The M3 B System provides: 1) A DoD-wde file for Md B benefit and eligibility data; 2)
perfornms processing to provide eligibility data to the Departnment of Veterans’ Affairs (DVA)
3) updat es database with DVA benefit data; 4) provides an update nechanismto the Services
preventing/reversing suspensi on of DVA benefits for Service nenbers whose eligibility has been
erroneously reported; 5) produces analytical tools for programnonitoring. M3 B Chapter 30
dat abase has 3,543,000 individuals with 2,706,000 currently enrolled, and 590,000 VA Benefit
recipients. 172,620 are new accessions for FY 1998. M3 B Chapt 1606 dat abase has 3, 141, 000

i ndi viduals with 408,000 currently eligible and 208, 000 VA Benefit recipients.
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Managenment | nformation Functions and Deci si on Support

DHRA s Def ense Manpower Data Center (DVMDC) is responsible for responding to requests for
analysis and information fromthe Ofice of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) to assist in policy
devel opnment and managenent of personnel, manpower, and financial functional areas. To support
t hese requirenents, DVDC has devel oped technol ogy and systens to produce the needed
information using the |atest techniques to ensure the tineliness and accuracy of the
information. This function is central to m ssion acconplishnment but has been a function where
staff workyear requirenents have declined as a result of inprovenents in the |evel and

sophi stication of retrieval and analysis capabilities.

Measurenment of the performance of the organization in this functional area could be
acconpl i shed by | ooking at the nunber of unique research requests acconplished per staff year.
Thi s nunber has been steadily increasing in spite of the fact that ad-hoc research requests
have continued to grow in conplexity. |In FY 1998, DMDC handl ed over 2300 one-tine research
requests for information wth 98% neeting the due date of the requester. This represented
about 175 requests per staff year, up from 170 requests per staff year in FY97 and 145 per
staff year in 1996. Automated systens provide nuch of the information needed by OSD.
Performance in this area can be neasured by the nunmber of queries fielded by the systens. For
FY 1998, slightly nore than 9000 queries were received, this is conpared to slightly nore than
7000 queries in FY 1997, and up from approximately 6200 queries in FY 1996 and 5000 queries in
FY 1995. A new very detailed Managenent information System call ed Forces Readi ness Managenent
I nformati on System was created during FY 1998 with approxi mately 1000 queries for information.
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Department of Defense MIlitary Personnel Testing Program

The Personnel Testing Division is charged with the research, devel opnent, and inplenentation
of the Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB). The ASVAB is the single aptitude
test battery used to select and classify all applicants for the

US Mlitary. The ASVAB is adm nistered to approxi mately 600, 000 applicants each year as part
of the Enlisted Testing Program and over 900, 000 high school students as part of the Student
Testing Program The ASVAB is adm nistered in two types of formats--a conputer adaptive test
(referred to as CAT-ASVAB), and traditional paper and pencil forns of the test. The Student
Testing Program provi des the ASVAB free of charge to the Nation's high schools and provides a
first class interest inventory for use in a DoD sponsored Career Exploration Program From
these test admnistrations in the Student Testing Program recruiters obtain lead |ists of
pre-qualified students. The Testing Division is responsible for all of the scientific research
necessary to assure conpliance with professional testing standards and career counseling

gui del i nes.

The performance of the Division can be neasured by the products produced, their tineliness and
acceptance by the Defense Advisory Cormmittee on Mlitary Testing. These products include the
devel opnment, printing, and distribution of over 10 paper and pencil forns of the ASVAB for

i npl ementation every 5 years. The Division also produces 2 new sets of itens pools for use in
t he CAT-ASVAB testing system Additionally, the division produces scientific journal articles
reporting on the scientific nmeasurenent issues surrounding the ASVAB; it al so produces
scientific technical reports and other anal ytic docunents used to provide techni cal
under pi nni ngs and professional conpliance to testing standards. The Division also produces
revisions to the STP's Career Exploration Programincluding professional quality counseling
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docunents, articles, and other support materials that enhance the use the ASVAB in the nations
hi gh school s.

Support of Qutplacenent and Personnel Transition

DHRA' s DVMDC operates three major progranms in support of the transition of mlitary and
civilian personnel fromDoD to the private sector: the Verification of MIlitary Experience and
Training (VMET), the Defense Qutplacenent Referral System (DORS), and the Transition Bulletin
Board (TBB). Al of these progranms were mandated by Public Law 101-510 enacted in FY 1991.

VMET is the generation of a docunent that contains descriptive sunmaries and applicable
college credit associated with an individual’s work experience and formal mlitary training
and is provided to all mlitary separatees up to 120 days prior to their projected separation
date. VMET docunents can facilitate the devel opment of a résumé, heighten awareness of the

exi stence of potential college credit, and verify job skills when seeking enpl oynent. DORS is
a resune registry and referral systemavailable to registered private and public sector

enpl oyers nationally. Enployers enter requests for résunés of separating personnel through an
aut omat ed tel ephone system or via the DORS Wrld Wde Wb page. The TBB is an el ectronic

bull etin board which |ists thousands of enploynent opportunities from prospective enpl oyers,

i ncl udes an on-going list of Public and Community Service organi zations, and lists federal job
openi ngs nationwide. The TBB is available via the Internet, or via a toll free nunber for

t hose enployers and transition sites without Internet connectivity. Wen VMET, DORS and TBB
are used by departing Service nenbers to obtain private and public sector enploynment

unenpl oynment costs within DoD are offset.
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Performance in this area can be effectively nmeasured by | ooking at the usage vol une of these
systens. DORS and TBB have seen continued steady growth, with an average of 56, 000 résunges
going to enpl oyers and 42,000 private and public sector want ads being avail able for view ng
each week. In all of FY 98, VMET generated over 268,000 docunents; over 3,000,000 DORS
résunmés were sent to enployers; over 70,000 private sector want ads were avail able for view ng
on the TBB; and over 23,000 enployers were registered to use DORS and t he TBB.

Support of DoD Fi nanci al Systens

Oper ati on Mongoose is a DoD flagship program ai ned at achi eving better governnent business
practices. The programreceived the National Perfornmance Review Hamer Award for 1996.
Conti nuous process inprovenent is the cornerstone of the Operation Mongoose endeavor. The
primary objective remains the sane: to develop and nmaintain a strong fraud detection and
prevention programof the Departnent’s financial systens. Additionally, the program has
expanded to include support of the DoD Investigative agencies, to increase fraud awareness
anong DoD enpl oyees and finally to build cost effective internal controls in the financial
systens. DMVDC al so participated in a pioneering effort to evaluate data mning tools as a new
fraud detection technique. The programcontinues in the five major areas: Retired and
Annui tant Pay, Mlitary Pay, CGvilian Pay, Vendor Pay and Transportation. This effort
requi res the cooperation of the Defense Manpower Data Center, the Defense Financial and
Accounting Service (DFAS) and the DoD I nspector General (DoD G .

Performance for this functional area can be neasured by the nunber of fraud referrals produced
in each area. Fraud referrals represent the detection of a financial event that needs further
research to ascertain whether fraud or m smanagenent has occurred in a DoD financial system

Additionally, specific inquiries sent to us by the Mlitary Investigative or Audit Agencies in
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support of a current investigations or allegations are now included in these statistics. For
FY 1998, DMDC has produced the followng fraud referrals by area in support of Operation
Mongoose:

M referral s al one have yiel ded over $17M dollars in erroneous paynents across all areas
during FY 1998.

The Departnent has al so realized additional benefits fromthe data collected through the OM

pr ogr am In the past year DVMDC has provided data in support of several DoD efforts; seeding
the Central Contractor Registry (CCR), providing initial test data for the Defense Procurenent
and Pay System (DPPS) and assisting the DFAS audit community in identifying system weaknesses
in the Defense Transportation Reporting System (DTRS) transportation — pay interface. In
addition to supporting the standard areas, it participated in a pilot programto enpl oy new
technol ogy, Data Mning, in the analysis of fraud in | MPAC card dat a. The program al so
strengthened its involvenent with the investigative and audit agencies resulting in court
martials and crimnal indictnents. It acquired new data to refine fraud analysis in the
Entitlenents area. FY 1999 prom ses conti nued expansion in the breadth of the OV endeavor.
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Gover nnent -wi de Debt Coll ection

DMDC serves as the central matching activity for the government-w de debt collection
initiative. This initiative attenpts to identify and prepare for collection all debt owed to
t he Federal governnent by Federally connected individuals. Every year DVDC mat ches debt
records from Federal Executive Agencies agai nst pay and personnel records of non-postal
Federal enployees and mlitary nmenbers, active, reserve, and retired. The resultant matches
are forwarded to the debtor agency for due process under the Debt Collection Act, ultimately
| eading to the collection or resolution of the debt.

An appropriate performance neasure for this function is the nunber of matches perfornmed and

t he anount of debt identified by the process. In FY 1998 there have been 27 matches which
identified $3.167 billion in debt conpared to 36 matches and $2.5 billion in debt for the
FY1997 program Al t hough there were a fewer nunber of matches in FY 1998 than in FY1997
there were was a higher matching rate in FY 1998, particularly with the IRS file, resulting in
nore identified debt.

Pur chase Card Reengi neering Project

The USD(Conptroller) and DUSD(Acqui sition Reform issued the Joint Report for Purchase Card
Reengi neeri ng on February 26, 1997. The report recogni zes the trenendous savings available to
t he Departnent through the increased use of the | MPAC card over traditional contracting
vehi cl es.
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A recent volune analysis of Inpac transactions reveal ed an average of approxi mately 25, 000

| MPAC transactions per day for all services and DoD agenci es. DVDC reviewed the current nunber
of I MPAC cardhol ders with the following results: Arny 74,198; Air Force 45,109; Navy 29, 078;
DoD Agencies 7,198. In addition, Navy will be serviced by Ctibank under a separate contract.
New account nunbers have been issued to Navy cardhol ders, the remaining accounts have retained
their current card nunbers with U S. Bank.

In addition to the increased and nore conplex use of the card, the transaction |limt has been
i ncreased from $2,500 to $25,000. To conbat abuse of the | MPAC card, DVMDC, DFAS and DoDI G
have been tasked to put in place a fraud detection and prevention programfor the purchase
card. Additionally, DVMDC has expanded the use of the data nmaking it available to the

| nvesti gati ve Agenci es.

The Purchase Card project tasks are summari zed bel ow.

1. In coordination with DFAS and DoDl G devel op a fraud detection program for purchase card
transacti ons.

2. In coordination with the contractor, support the DoD task order of June 12, 1998 t hat
establishes the file interfaces and file formats to receive summary reports for all DoD
accounts.

3. In coordination with the contractor, support the DoN (Departnent of the Navy) task order of
July 6, 1998, which establishes the file interfaces and file formats to receive sumary
reports for all DoN accounts.

4. Support the DFAS 1099 reporting requirenents.

5. Support for forensic data requests fromthe investigative services.
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Measurenent criteria - nunber of transactions in the database and accounts received:

Current database - 82,490 accounts from Rocky Mountai n Bankcard Systens representing 5.9
mllion transactions and 162, 400 i ndi vi dual cardhol der accounts from U. S. Bank representing
8.25 mllion transactions (as of January 1999). (The statistics for Citibank are yet to be
det erm ned).

Def ense Travel System Archive and Managenent | nformation System

In FY 1998, DHRA's DWVMDC began work in support of the Defense Travel System and DVDC was
officially designated the DoD Archive for all conpleted trip records. The trip record
represents the travel performed by governnent personnel on official business. Once the proper
authorities sign the final trip information and an obligation is posted, the signed trip
record is closed and forwarded to DVMDC. Additionally, DVDC constructed a WEB application for
access to the data. As the nane inplies, the DTS Archive/MS will serve as a nodel for
archiving electronic information as official docunents.

1. The Archive will satisfy the statutory requirenent to store Governnent records for six
years and three nonths as an official repository under the guidelines of the recently
approved el ectroni c Records Managenent Adm nistration (RVA) requirenents set forth in DoD
5015. 2- STD.

2.1t wll provide a source of managenent to the Project Managenent O fice for DTS and to the
Ofice of the Secretary of Defense staff for managing the travel process.
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3.1t wll be the source for DFAS post paynent review auditors to validate the accuracy of
travel settlenents.

4. It wll be the first time the DoD has kept digitally signed records as official governnent
docunent s.

When i npl enmented, the performance neasure will be the nunber of closed trip records housed in
the Archive and MS. DMDC expects to archive approximately 7 mllion closed trip records
annually once the DTS is fully operational. The MS database projections are to house 21
mllion records on line with another 21 mllion records stored in nearline storage.

‘regional center’ for providing Automated Data Processing (ADP) support to the various

| nvestigative Service (DCIS), the Naval Crimnal Investigative Service (NCI'S) and ot her
simlar agencies within the Federal Governnent.

| eads’, ‘evidence corroboration’ or ‘supplenental information’ which may lead to a G and Jury
i ndi ctment against a nmerchant or individual who is commtting fraud to unlawfully acquire
Gover nnent assets.

Fi nanci al Reporting

The use of DVMDC s financial information expanded this year to satisfy both internal DoD and
i nteragency requirenents.

Research and devel opnent cost data were
provided to the Deputy Director, Research & Engi neering; Under Secretary of

| aborat ori es. DVDC al so provided costs for Fam |y Advocacy, Relocation Assistance, and
Transition Assistance Prograns by site and programelenent, to the Director of Ofice of
Famly Policy, in the Ofice of the Secretary of Defense (Personnel and Readiness). On

anot her project for the Ofice of the Secretary of Defense (Personnel and Readi ness), DVDC
provi ded costs in support of the mlitary personnel function, for all of the elenments of
expense for each maj or command. USD(P&R) wi Il incorporate the information into the econom c
anal ysis for consolidating/reorganizing the mlitary personnel functions through out the
Depart ment of Defense.

The report covers the fifty states, Washington, D.C., Guam Puerto Rico,
and the Virgin |Islands.

National Directory of New Hres Cvilian Reporting

Bi weekly new hire and quarterly wage data are provided to the National Directory of New Hires.
Thi s dat abase, mandated by the Personal Responsibility & Wrk Opportunity Reconciliation Act
of 1996, is under the purview of the Ofice of Child Support Enforcenent of the Departnent of
Heal th & Human Services.

The Joint Recruiting Advertising Program (JRAP) in the Defense Human Resources Activity
(DHRA) is the corporate-level recruitnent advertising armof the Departnment. It was
established near the start of the All-Volunteer Force in order to provide corporate-|evel
advertising to conplenent and support the individual Services’ advertising prograns. The
Depart ment enpl oys individual Service/joint advertising approach in recruitnent. The
primary mssion of joint advertising is to raise and sustain awareness of mlitary
opportunities for both prospective enlistees and those people who influence their
decision to enlist, predisposing themto be receptive to individual Service nessages.

The specific joint advertising objective is to help increase positive propensity towards
mlitary service by creating a nore positive image of the U S. Arned Forces, and by
making mlitary service nore relevant to youth

JRAP al so serves as the agent for nulti-Service advertising which includes purchasing
mailing lists for all the Services to use in direct mail and other recruiting efforts,
publ i shi ng an annual high school nmagazine (Futures) showcasing mlitary advertising and
containing career and lifestyle information hel pful to high school students, producing a
joint-Services ROTC Schol arship folder used to distribute the Services’ ROIC program
l[iterature to high schools, and producing a Montgonmery G Bill brochure for use by al
the Services’ recruiters. JRAP maintains the DoD Magazi ne Advertising Credit System
(MACS) which ensures the Services receive credit for each other’s print ad insertions

t hereby receiving the | owest rates possible, and the Tel evision Advertising Conflict
System (TACS) which avoids duplication of effort and over-saturation of mlitary
advertising in television programm ng by enforcing agreed-upon guidelines limting the
nunber and time of mlitary advertisers in various forns of paid television progranm ng.
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|. Description of Operations Financed (Continued):

JRAP al so conducts a nonthly joint-Services direct mail canpaign to new Sel ective Service
regi strants (approxi mately 135,000 pieces per nonth) to generate recruiting |leads for the
Services. Oher prograns include a print advertising canpaign for the Arned Services
Vocational Aptitude Battery (ASVAB) consisting of counsel or advertisenents placed in
educational publications, and a student advertisenment placed in JRAP s own Futures
magazi ne. JRAP enpl oys an advertising agency under contract adm ni stered by Defense
Supply Services — Washington to procure advertising services.

The FY 2000 budget includes a $10 million increase to the $6.2 million JRAP base budget,
to permt an integrated marketing comuni cati ons canpaign relying on paid tel evision
advertising. Corporate-level paid television advertising in support of the primary

m ssion to increase positive propensity towards mlitary service has not been conducted
since FY 1996. Tel evision has denonstrated that it is the nost effective advertising
medi a for raising awareness because of its inpact, realism and the ability to
denonstrate a product or service. JRAP requires $10 million for a synergistic
advertising canpaign using television and print advertising in order to nount an
effective image-buil ding canpaign. Although television mght be considered an expensive
formof adverting it has proven to be a w se investnent when conpared on a cost per

t housand persons reached basis due to the extrenely high nunbers of people reached.

Lead generation, while not a primary objective of nobst corporate-level advertising, is
anot her inportant way to neasure effectiveness. Joint advertising | eads are generated
via Business Reply Cards included in sone literature, Futures magazi ne, JRAP's Sel ective
Service direct mail canpaign, Wb sites, and via inbound calls to JRAP s 800 nunber. The
| eads are forwarded to the Services for followup by recruiters. 1In addition, the nunber
of joint |eads received are tracked by source, and response rates are cal culated. These
response rates are conpared to industry standards or JRAP benchmarks and nonitored in
order to determne the effectiveness of various advertising products. During FY 1998,
JRAP progranms generated over 83,800 recruiting | eads for the Services.

The Comm ssion on Roles and Mssions (CORM in March 1995 called for changes in the way
senior DoD civilians are trained, educated and devel oped. The CORM recomended nmandat ory
rotational assignnments, a structured educational system enhanced opportunities for
civilians to attend mlitary service schools, and reinbursing, via “backfill” DoD

organi zations with participants engaged in long termtraining. In response, the Defense
Leader shi p and Managenent Program (DLAMP) was established in April 1997 by DoD Directive
1430. 16 as an executive devel opment programto produce worl d-class managers for a sel ect
group of approximately 3,000 key DoD-wi de | eadership positions. The highest potenti al
executives fromwithin the Departnment will be put through a rigorous individualized
program of educational courses and training experiences which have been designed to
optim ze their executive |eadership and managerial skills and to expand their know edge
and under standi ng of the Departnment’s national security m ssion.

Activity (DHRA) has the responsibility for program managenent and stewardship of the
centralized DLAWP funding. CPMs is responsible for the contract instructional staff,
curricul um devel opnment and operation, CPMS adm nistrative support, and participant TDY
support. The Defense Finance and Accounting Service provides facilities, maintenance,
furni shings, |local transportation, comrunications, billeting, ness facilities, and al
rel ated support for DLAMP graduate school house operations.
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DLAMP i s under the authority and oversight of the Defense Leadershi p and Managenent
Council. The Council is chaired by the Assistant Secretary of Defense (Force Managenent
Policy) and is conposed of Assistant Secretaries having oversight in the Departnent and in
t he Conponents for civilian personnel policy, the Director of the Joint Staff, and the
Director of Adm nistration and Managenent.

Participants in the programare selected fromgrades (GS) 12 through 15 and may i ncl ude

i ncunbents of DLAMP positions. |In Novenber 1997, 300 participants were selected for the
initial DLAMP class.

Description of Operations Financed: An essential elenment of the DIRA program portfolio
is the core operational support program which plays an integral role in acconplishing the many
conpl ex and di sparate m ssions of the DITRA

In his Novenber 1997 Defense ReformiInitiative (DRI), the Secretary of Defense
identified the chall enges posed by weapons of nass destruction (WWD) as the greatest and nost
conplex threats facing the Departnment of Defense in the future. To address these chall enges,
the Departnent has established the Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA), effective
Cctober 1, 1998, as a key conponent in the DoD response to these chall enges. Establishnent
of DTRA is an evolving work in progress. During establishnment, priority has been given to
saf eguarding and carrying forward all of the diversified activities and projects acconplished
by the nerging organi zations. Previous budget/program subm ssi ons were consolidations of
mer gi ng organi zations in order to maintain the integrity of data from each Agency and program
transferring into DTRA. This subm ssion reflects the first integration of activities that
will work together to begin to neet the chall enges posed by WWD t hreats.

Constituent Agencies and functional programdirectors continue to work together to
devel op a common DTRA program and budget franmework and architecture within which requirenents
woul d be identified and resources allocated. This will be the first step in a |longer term
process of full integration of DIRA resources in future program and budget subm ssions.

I n general, DTRA Core Operational Support Activities represents a consolidation of
functions and resources which provide for the nmanagenent, planning, and admnistration of a
wi de variety of managenent headquarters functions, operational and adm ni strative support as
wel |l as centralized operations to all DTRA functional organizations.

B. Information Technol ogy Support: As part of the DTRA integration effort, information
technol ogy assets from DSWA, OSI A and DISA were al so nerged into one integrated custoner
support operation. Information technol ogy support includes devel opi ng i nformati on managenent
strategi es and prograns; assisting organi zational conponents in devel opi ng program proposal s,
pl ans, and budgets for automated information systens.

This includes informati on and data systens in support of the DIRA m ssion strategi es—
specifically in the areas of arns reduction, treaty conpliance, proliferation prevention, force

Efforts also include the integration
of systens fromnerged activities and continui ng dat abase requirenents, naintenance and
devel opnent, contract support, hardware and software integration as well as training.

C. Johnston Atoll (JA): DTRA funding provides the necessary financial and manpower support
to operate and manage a renote island facility in the Pacific. The historical role of the
former Defense Special Wapons Agency at JA was one of “caretaker,” expending only the

m ni mum resources required to neet the Safeguard C contingencies to the 1963 Limted Test Ban
Treaty. Resources for Safeguard C on JA were elimnated by Congressional action in

FY 1994.

In FY 1999, the host-managenent responsibility role at JA transfers fromDIRA to the Ar
Force (financial operations are being conducted on a reinbursable basis in FY 1999; dollar
and manpower resources transfer in FY 2000).

DTRA FY 1999 fundi ng provides all base operating support (BOS) services for host and
tenant m ssions on JA through a Pacific D vision, Naval Facilities Engi neering Command BGOS

contract. A small detachnent of DTRA mlitary personnel assigned to JA oversees BOS contract
operations. DIRA provides admnistrative and |ogistic support to other mlitary

organi zations |located on JA in accordance with host/tenant and ot her support agreenents.

I ncluded in the BOS m ssion are control, maintenance, and operation of all infrastructure
systens and facilities essential to community viability. DTRA exercises installation comand
jurisdiction of assigned and attached units and an island popul ati on of approximately 1324
personnel. M ssion requirenents also include control of the port navigational channel and
all related operations, as well as the airfield and aircraft operations. The requirenent to
provi de support to the Congressionally-mandated chem cal weapons stockpile and

dem litarization prograns inpact greatly on the anount and type of support currently
avai l abl e and provided to other active tenant m ssions.

FY 1999 costs provide for base support functions for the Arny’s chem cal munitions
demlitarization mssion and other activities on the island.

D. Oher Operational Support: As part of the DIRA integration effort, certain nmanagenent
headquarters functions and ot her m scel |l aneous assets from DSWA, OSI A, DISA QATSD(NCB), and
related OSD staff elenments were nerged into one integrated support operation. These incl ude,
but are not limted to, functions and activities associated with the Ofice of the D rector,

def ense-rel ated technol ogy which could prove detrinental to U S. security interests are
controlled and limted; (3) proliferation of weapons of mass destruction (WD) and their
means of delivery are prevented; and, (4) legitimte defense cooperation with foreign
allies and friends is supported.

In his Novenber 1997 Defense ReformiInitiative (DRI), the Secretary of Defense
identified the chall enges posed by weapons of nmass destruction (WWD) as the greatest and
nost conplex threats facing the Departnent of Defense in the future. To address these
chal | enges, the Departnent has established the Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA)
effective October 1, 1998, as a key conponent in the DoD response to these chall enges.
The DTSA resources programed for FY 1999 and out were transferred to DIRA as a result of
t he Novenber 1997 DRI .

OVERVI EW
A. M ssi on and Functi ons

The National Security Act of 1947 provides for the unification of the Arny, Navy and
Air Forces under a single Secretary of Defense with cabinet rank. The Ofice of the Secretary
of Defense (OSD) is a nmajor conponent of the Departnent of Defense and is the principal staff
el ement of the Secretary of Defense for the exercise of policy devel opnent, planning, resource
managenent, fiscal, and program evaluation responsibilities. The Deputy Secretary of Defense
is delegated full power and authority to act for the Secretary of Defense.

OSD contains the imedi ate offices of the Secretary and Deputy Secretary of Defense. OSD
al so includes the Under Secretary of Defense (Conptroller/Chief Financial Oficer) and the
Under Secretaries of Defense for Acquisition and Technol ogy; Policy; and Personnel and
Readi ness. (OSD additionally includes organizations |led by the Assistant Secretaries of
Def ense (ASD) for Command, Control, Comrunications, and Intelligence (C31); for Legislative
Affairs; and for Public Affairs. OSD includes the Assistant to the Secretary of Defense for
Intelligence Oversight. In addition, OSD includes the Directors of QOperational Test and
Eval uati on and of Adm nistration and Managenent. Lastly, OSD includes such other staff
offices as the Secretary establishes to assist in carrying out his duties and
responsibilities.

B. Acquisition and Technol ogy (A&T)
A&T is the OSD staff elenent for all matters relating to the acquisition system
research and devel opnent, test and eval uation, production, logistics, mlitary construction,

procurenent and econom c affairs. The Under Secretary is the Defense acquisition executive
and chairs the Defense Acquisition Board.

C. Command, Control, Communications, and Intelligence (C3I)

C3l is the OSD staff element for C3l, information managenent, counterintelligence,
security counterneasures, space policy, and information operation operations matters incl uding
war ni ng, reconnai ssance and intelligence and intelligence-related activities conducted by the
Department of Defense. The ASD(C3l) is also the Chief Information Oficer.

D. Conptroller/Chief Financial Oficer (Financial Mnagenent)

The O fice of the Undersecretary of Defense (Conptroller) (OQUSD(C)) is the OSD staff
el ement for budget and fiscal matters including financial managenent, accounting policy and
systens, budget fornul ati on and execution, contract audit adm nistration and organi zati on.
The office is responsible for the analysis of force planning and programm ng as a part of the
process upon which force structure, system acquisition, and other resource allocation actions
are based.

E. Operational Test and Eval uation (OT&E)
OT&E is the OSD staff elenent for equipnent operational test and eval uati on.
F. Personnel and Readi ness (P&R)
P&R is the OSD staff elenent for policy matters relating to readi ness; personnel
policies, prograns, and systens; equal opportunity; health policies, prograns and activities;

G Policy

Policy is the OSD staff elenment for policy matters relating to international security
policy and political-mlitary affairs. Functional areas: NATO net assessnents, foreign
mlitary sales, arns limtation agreenents, international trade and technol ogy, regional
security affairs, special operations and lowintensity conflicts, integration of plans and
policies with overall national security objectives, drug control policy requirenents,
priorities, systens, resources, and prograns, and issuance of policy guidance affecting
departnmental prograns.

Def ense Reform Initiative

The nost recent Quadrenni al Defense Review (QDR) exam ned the national security
threats, risks, and opportunities facing the United States out to 2015. Based on the QDR
anal ysis, the Departnent designed a defense strategy to inplenent the defense requirenents of
the President’s National Security Strategy for a new Century. The Novenber 1997 Secretary of
Def ense white paper, Defense ReformInitiative- -The Business Strategy for Defense in the 21°
Century, announced a series of reforns necessary to carry out that defense strategy. Central
to the reformeffort was the reorgani zation of the OSD, resulting in a | eaner OSD staff and
noder ni zed support systens and practi ces.

The Defense ReformlInitiative (DRI) directed the Defense Support Activities be
di sestabl i shed and their functions and staffs be transferred to either OSD or the Defense
Agencies prior to the end of FY 1999. Additionally, the Deputy Secretary directed each OSD
staff principal to prepare a detailed stream ining plan for his/her organization that included
functional transfers out of OSD, internal restructures and realignnments, and further
downsi zi ng proposals. Finally, the practice of augnenting staffs with over-strength personnel
was ended, with all OSD civilian authorizations being included in the budget.

Acqui sition Reform Support and | npl enentation provides funding to support
reengi neering of the acquisition system Half of the O%M budget is for devel opment, design
and delivering of accel erated education and training nodules. The other half supports reforns
related to workforce issues, workforce incentives and conti nuous process i nprovenents.

The Arctic MIlitary Environnmental Cooperation (AMEC) program supports cooperation
anong the defense departnents of the U S., Norway and Russia in mtigating damage to the
Arctic environnment due to nuclear and chem cal contam nati on.

Deskbook funds provide for the continued devel opnent and mai ntenance of current and
coherent acquisition information. This information is being distributed to all persons in DoD
responsi bl e for acquisition functions. The reference library and discretionary information
contained all owed the volune of mandatory gui dance contained in the DoD 5000 series to be
reduced by over 90% Deskbook is released to the acquisition conmunity on a quarterly basis

Fund (CBTRIF), the CINC Initiatives Fund (CIF), and the CINCs Command and Control Initiatives Program (C2l1P)
Thi s budget activity also includes the Command, Control, Communications, Computers, and Intelligence for the
Varrior (CAIFTW programand the Joint C4l Surveillance and Reconnai ssance (C4ISR) Battle Center (JBC). In FY
1999, the JWFC and JBC transferred to US Atlantic Conmand (USACOV) as directed in the Defense ReformiInitiative
(DRI).

l. Descri pti on of Operations Fi nanced:

This activity group provides m ni mum essential joint readiness training and support required to maintain US
capability to effectively enploy joint conbat forces to neet contingencies worldwi de. It provides tangible
denonstrations of US resolve and joint readiness capability to project a mlitary presence anywhere in the world
in support of national interests and conmtnments to US allies. Joint training with allies provides the
necessary interaction to test/eval uate conbi ned systens, |ines of communication, and technical agreenents.

Besi des actual exercises to enhance readi ness, the training prograns of the Conmander in Chiefs (CINCs) are
supported by conmputer sinulation technol ogy managed by the Joint Warfighting Center (JWC). Energent

requi renents of the conbatant commands are supported by the Conbating Terrori sm Readi ness Initiative Fund
(CBTRIF), the CINC Initiatives Fund (CIF), and the CINCs Conmand and Control Initiatives Program (C2IP). This
budget activity also includes the Conmand, Control, Conmmunications, Conputers, and Intelligence for the Warrior
(Al FTW program and the Joint C4l Surveillance and Reconnai ssance (C4I SR) Battle Center (JBC). In FY 1999, the
JWFC and JBC transferred to US Atlantic Command (USACOM as directed in the Defense ReformlInitiative (DRI).

Il. Force Structure Summary:

Joint Vision 2010 (JV2010) is the Chairman's vision for how Anerica's Armed Forces will fight in the future
The vision is a conceptual tenplate that provides a common direction and framework for the Services to devel op
uni que capabilities while preparing for a challenging and uncertain future. The vision is built on the prenise
t hat energing technol ogies -- particularly information-specific advances -- will have an unprecedented inpact on
the use of mlitary force, naking possible a new |level of joint warfighting capability. JV2010 will align
organi zati onal visions and require enhancenents to the process for changing joint doctrine, organizationa
structure, training and education, materiel, and | eadership developnment. Additional activities include
devel opi ng i npl enentati on policy and communicating the vision. The vision will guide the devel opnent and
assessnment of future warfighting concepts and lead to fielding joint operational capabilities. This three-phase
effort includes concept devel opment, assessnent, and integration. The prem se of this programrelates to al
the goals established for the Joint Staff and has tentacles reaching throughout the DPG Starting in FY 2000
the majority of JV2010 funds were transferred to US Atlantic Conmmand (USACOM for Joint Experinentation

Conbating Terrorism Readiness Initiative Fund (CBTRIF) provides a flexible response to neet Cl NC worl dw de
energency or unforeseen security requirenents that, in the view of the conbatant comrander, require inmedi ate
attention. The programwas established in FY 1996 and first funded in FY 1997. The primary focus of the fund
is on physical security equi prent, physical security site inprovenents, and security investigative matters.

The CICS Exercise Programis the Chairman’s principal vehicle for achieving joint and multinational training.
The Joint Staff’s exercise budget funds only the transportation of personnel and equi pnment to these worl dw de
exerci ses. The program provi des conbatant commanders with their primary nmeans to train battle staffs and forces
in joint and conbi ned operations, to evaluate war plans, and to execute their engagenent strategies. It
provi des an opportunity to stress strategic transportati on and C41 systens, and evaluate their readiness and
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supportability across the full range of mlitary operations. This critical programal so provides a vehicle for
DOD to assess the military's ability to satisfy joint national security requirements and to enhance and eval uate
interoperability between the Services, as well as exercise critical Service-unique deploynent and redepl oynent
skills.

O her CINC Support includes:

CINC s training prograns are supported by conmputer simulation technol ogy managed by the Joint Warfighting
Center (JWC). JWFC supports operational-level training and exercises for CINC battlestaffs and Joi nt Task
Force commanders. The JWFC al so supports Joint Doctrine devel opment, both for current needs and future concepts
for joint operations, and is a coordi nating agency for user requirements with respect to devel opnents and
enhancenents in Mddeling and Simulation (M&S). FY 1999 reflects the DRI decision to transfer JWC to USACOM

The CINC Initiatives Fund supports critical, emergent CINC contingency and interoperability requirenments
that are high benefit, |low cost in the areas of exercises and force training, contingencies, selected
operations, humanitarian and civic assistance, mlitary education and training of foreign personnel, and
personal expenses in support of bilateral or regional cooperation prograns.

The CI NC Conmand and Control Initiatives Program (C2I P) supports tinmely, |lowcost, near-termprojects to
increase CINCs’ C2 capabilities in response to enmerging or unforeseen requirenments presented by the rapidly
changi ng i nformati on technol ogy environnent. Each project nust be under $300, 000, certified as interoperable
for joint force applicability, and receive foll owon support through existing |ogistical and personnel channels.

Conmmand, Control, Conmunication, Conputers, and Intelligence (C4l) for the Warrior (C41FTW is the CICS
initiative pronoting joint coalition C4l interoperability imediately worldw de. This program provi des focus
and visibility into resolving C4l interoperability issues and provides organizing principles, policy, and
doctrine for Information Superiority as directed in Joint Vision 2010. CA4IFTWstresses interoperability,
| everages the rapid pace of C4l technol ogy advancenments, and recogni zes the shrinking fiscal environment. It is
a unifying concept that will provide warriors an accurate and conplete picture of the battl espace. The Q&M
programis based on two projects:

Joint Warrior Interoperability Denonstrations (JWDs) are joint denonstrations of existing, comercial
of f-the-shel f (COTS), new and evol ving technol ogi es that, through Joint Staff screening, can satisfy warfighting
requirenents. JWDs are the only opportunities where these technol ogies can be inserted into a joint C4l
network and stressed under the scrutiny of warfighters, without inpacting training or real-world m ssions.

JWDs enable warfighting CINCs to review and use technol ogi es i medi ately, rather than go through costly and
ti me-consumng full-scale devel opment efforts.

St andardi zed Tactical Entry Point (STEP) provides standardi zed pre-positioned C4l core services (or
net wor ks) and equi prent at sel ected Defense Satellite Communications System (DSCS) terminals to support the
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commander joint task force (CJTF) and his forces worldwi de. STEP extends Defense Information System Network
services to deployed tactical forces. Specifically, the connectivity supports Defense Switched Network (DSN),
Def ense Red Switch Network (DRSN), Unclassified, but sensitive, and SECRET Internet Protocol Router Networks
(NI PRNET/ SI PRNET) vi deo tel econference (VIC), and the Joint Worldwi de Intelligence Comunications System
(JWCS). The STEP segnent provides a seanl ess information superhighway for the deployed joint warrior to
enhance readi ness. The STEP programtransferred to DISA starting in FY 1999.

The Joint C4l1 Surveillance and Reconnai ssance (C41SR) Battle Center (JBC) is the Chairman’s facility for
war fi ghter exploration and assessnment of C4l1 SR capabilities. The Center provides the conbatant comuands, at the
Joint Task Force (JTF) level, with a joint assessment and experinental environment for warfighters and
technol ogi sts in support of Joint Vision 2010. It serves as the technical analysis and assessnent agency for
the Joint Requirenment Operating Council in determ ning C4l SR system “val ue-added” PRIOR to introduction to Cl NCs
and in advance of systemfielding in operational environnents. The intent is for the JBC to be a forcing
function for joint synchronization and a nmeans to foster rapid, near-terminsertion of C4l SR technol ogy. The
m ssion of the JBCis to provide rapid assessnment of required CAISR interoperability and warfighter utility,
join emerging C41 SR technol ogy wi th new operational doctrine, and result in fielding C4l1 SR capabilities that
meet the joint warfighter’s needs. FY 1999 reflects the DRI decision to transfer JBC to USACOM

Joint Vision 2010 supports both DOD corporate goals but most specifically “Prepare now for an uncertain future by
pursui ng a focused noderni zation effort that maintains U S. qualitative superiority in key warfighting
capabilities. Transformthe force by exploiting the Revolution in Mlitary Affairs and reengi neer the Depart nment
to achieve a 21st century infrastructure.” It provides an overarching framework for the Services, C NCs, and

Def ense agencies for how we will fight in the future. The vision will |everage technol ogical opportunities and
channel human vitality and innovation to achieve new | evels of effectiveness in joint warfighting across the full
range of military operations. The vision is built on the prem se that energi ng technol ogi es--particularly

i nformati on-specific advances--will have an unprecedented inpact on the use of mlitary force, making possible a
new | evel of joint warfighting capability.

The Joint Staff is building plans on a solid foundation and significant progress has been made. Acconplishnents
and plans include: (1) Published the Concept for Future Joint Qperations in May 1997 that expanded the concepts of
JV 2010. (2) Established a sound managenent process and milestones to inplenent the vision. The identification
of 21st century chall enges - those future security issues - will provide greater definition to the operational and
enabl i ng concepts and serve as conpelling rationale for exam ning desired operational capabilities (DOC). The DCC
is a concept-based statenent of a capability required by the future joint force conmander. (3) Devel oping
assessnent roadmaps to define the studies, sinulations, experinments, and exercises required to assess the desired
operational capabilities that future joint force commanders will need in the year 2010.

Transform ng key JV 2010 concepts into actual joint capabilities will require aggressive joint experinentation by
warfighters in the field. These experinents will identify those |eap-ahead areas and provide the basis for senior
| eaders to determ ne the changes necessary for a JV 2010-capable force. The US Atlantic Command (USACOM

I mpl ement ati on Experinmentati on Pl an was devel oped to nove the JV2010 process further along and assist in the
battl e hand-off fromthe Joint Staff, to a Warfighter, USACOM The Joint Staff, along with USACOM is |eading a
col l aborative effort with OSD, the Services, the CINCs, and the Defense agencies to operationalize JV 2010. The
Joint Staff is working closely with these organi zati ons to design and sponsor JV 2010-specific joint experinments
and ot her assessnent events. The Joint Staff will al so conduct analysis to determine inplications across the
force for changes in doctrine, organization, training and education, materiel, |eadership, and people. Co-
evolution in these areas must occur to maximze the capabilities future joint task force commanders will need to
successful Iy perform conpl ex m ssions.

Conbating Terrorism Readiness Initiative Program provides a flexible response to neet ClI NC worl dwi de energency or
unf oreseen security requirenments. The primary focus of the fund is on personnel and physical security equi pnent,
physical security site inmprovenents, and security investigative matters. Exanples of requirenments satisfied in
FY 1998 include: C NCPACFLT construction of barriers, wi ndow treatnments, barricades, intrusion detection system
and al arnms, MARFORPAC and CI NCPACFLT vehicle barriers, fences, gates, and video surveillance equi pnent,
MARFORPAC suspected item di sposal, vehicle search mrrors and expanded expl osi ve detectors, USACOM headquarters
mai | roomfacility nodifications, USDR Saudi Arabia comunications equi pent, EUSA, 7'" AF, CFA Chi nhae and
MARFOR- K fences, nylar wi ndows, security lighting and bl ast shields, USTRANSCOM shi pboard security systens,
personnel security equi prent, and USNAVEUR and USAREUR AT/ FP equi prent and facility security upgrades.

CIF supports critical, emergent CINC contingency and interoperability requirenents that are high
benefit, low cost in the areas of exercises and force training, contingencies, selected operations, humanitarian
and civic assistance, mlitary education and training of foreign personnel, and personal expenses in support of
bil ateral or regional cooperation prograns. In accordance with title 10, priority is given to CINC requests that
enhance warfighting capability, readiness, and sustainability of CINC forces. |In FY 1998, 66 projects totaling of
$49 mllion were nomi nated. The CICS approved 34 projects totaling $25 mllion. Exanples include: devel opnent of
Joint Targeting Software that will automate the targeting process while neeting the critical targeting needs of
the Joint Staff and all conbatant commands. Support of US Service increnental cost for participation in Exercise
NEW HORI ZONS DI SEASE PREVENTI ON, PERU, and a j oi nt/conbi ned exercise conducted in the tropical rain forest of
northwestern Peru. Provides USSOUTHCOM critical autonmated search and rescue tools, SARView and CASP. SARVi ew
receives satellite-aided tracking data and graphically displays it on the screen.

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Downsi zed Depl oyabl e Communi cati ons (DDC) Package to provi de USTRANSCOM wi t h i nmedi ate, wi de-band satellite
conmuni cati ons support for 100 percent in-transit visibility (ITV). Provide USCENTCOM an i nmedi ate intra-theater
lift capability for the delivery of food and nmedi cal supplies to aneliorate the suffering of flood victins within
Kenya. Support of a deploynment for training (DFT) to the Azores that provided engi neers an outstanding training
opportunity while providing relief to flood and nudslide victins.

Conmmand and Control Initiatives Program (C2I1P): The C2IP inproves the CNCs' warfighting readi ness capabilities
by improving the CINCs’ Conmand and Control (C2) systenms. The program provides the CINCs with a capability to
i npl enent tinely, lowcost, near-terminprovenents to their C2 systens to neet energi ng and unforeseen

requi renents. C21 P supports all the DOD corporate goals but npost specifically “prepare now for an uncertain
future by pursuing a focused nodernization effort that maintains US qualitative superiority in key warfighting
capabilities” and “maintain highly ready joint forces to performthe full spectrumof mlitary activities.”

In FY 1998, these goals were supported by C2I P funding approximately 100 initiatives. These initiatives inprove
the joint US and/or coalition forces environnment with noderni zed equi prent and prograns for engagenent and
fielding of appropriately-sized, nobile forces that have superior C2 conbat capabilities over our foes and that
are in a high state of readiness to contribute to and performover the full spectrumof mlitary activities.

Exampl es of C2I P funded projects include: USPACOW -USFK Maritine Situational Awareness at Cp Tango; USSOUTHCOW

CAl for the Warrior - Joint Warrior Interoperability Denonstration (JWD): Joint Warrior Interoperability
Denonstration (JWD) are Joint Staff-sponsored denonstrations of evolving C41 SR technol ogi es and j oi nt/ conbi ned
interoperability solutions. The capabilities and C4l SR processes are presented to the CINCs, Mlitary Services,
and agencies in a joint operational environnent that allows the warfighters of all Services to assess their

val ue in solving current warfighting and interoperability deficiencies, and recomend them for inplenmentation or
further refinenent. Industry, governnent agencies, governnent and private research projects, and evol ving
government prograns provide sel f-funded proposed denonstrations to be assessed by the warfighters. JWD
provides a structure where C41 SR capabilities and processes are rigorously vetted and assessed by the warfighter
for useful ness, performance, and usability. Those capabilities that are assessed to inprove interoperability or
solve warfighting deficiencies are proposed for further assessment by the Joint Battle Center (JBC) and/or the
Joint Interoperability Test Conmand (JITC), for rapid insertion for warfighter use, or for insertion into the
Joint Warfighting Capability Assessnent (JWCA)/Joint Requirenments Board (JRB)/Joint Requirements Oversight
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Council (JROC) process. JWDs are integral conponents of the “C4l for the Warrior” concept and the Joint Vision
2010 (JV 2010) conceptual tenplate for future joint warfighting.

JW D supports both DOD corporate goals “Shape the international environment and respond to the full spectrum of
crises by providing appropriately sized, positioned, and mobile forces” and “Prepare now for an uncertain future
by pursuing a focused nodernization effort that maintains U S. qualitative superiority in key warfighting
capabilities. Transformthe force by exploiting the Revolution in Mlitary Affairs and reengi neer the Depart nment
to achieve a 21st century infrastructure.” JWD supports these goals by identifying progranms and systens that
could be procured that would be instrunental in maintaining the qualitative superiority of US conmbat forces.
Specifically, JWD 97 identified three prograns that would increase the warfighting capabilities of US forces:
(1) Common Qperational Mdeling, Planning, and Sinulation Strategy (COVWPASS), (2) Increased Conpression Engine
(ICE), and (3) Radiant Mercury Imagery GQuard (RM G. After identifying these progranms in JWD 97, the FY 1998
JWD programis inplementing them Specifically, COWASS is a “ni ddl eware” product that allows users at
multiple sites to interactively use the sanme files, maps, and other products to plan mlitary warfighting
operations. |CE provides the | ow bandwi dth user a tool for conpressing imagery fromtactical sources for use at
| ower echelons. RM Gis a Milti-Level Security (MS) device for handling i magery and i magery products in a
conbi ned or coalition environnment. JWD al so provides exercises that help maintain readi ness by the
participating organi zations. For exanple, numerous Mlitary Service and Cl NC personnel participated in JWD 98
at four major, geographically dispersed |ocations, thereby gaining val uabl e operational warfighting insights.
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CJCS Exerci se program supports all DOD corporate goals but nost particularly “Shape the international environment
and respond to the full spectrumof crises by providing appropriately sized, positioned, and nobile forces.” The
CJCS Exercise Program a key component of the Joint Training System (JTS), is the Chairman’s principal vehicle
for achieving joint and nultinational training. This critical program provides a vehicle for the Departnment to
assess the mlitary's ability to satisfy joint national security requirenents and to enhance and eval uate
interoperability between the Services, as well as exercise critical Service unique deploynent/redepl oynent
skills. In addition to the obvious contributions to readi ness and strategic access, this program provides
political and diplomatic returns well beyond its relatively | ow cost. Exercises denonstrate US resol ve and
capability to project mlitary power anywhere in the world in support of US national interests and in support of
US allies. Additionally, the CICS Exerci se Program provides an opportunity to stress strategic transportation
and C4l systens and evaluate their readi ness and supportability across the full spectrumof mlitary operations.

The Chairman serves as a nenber of and presides over the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS). He is the principa
mlitary adviser to the President, the National Security Council, and the Secretary of Defense. Additionally,
he is responsible for the managenment and direction of the Joint Staff. The Joint Staff is conprised of
directorates for providing support and analysis in the fields of manpower and personnel (J-1); operations (J-3),
whi ch includes the Conbating TerrorismDirectorate established in FY 1997; l|ogistics (J-4); strategic plans and
policy (J-5); command, control, communications, and conputers (J-6); operational plans and interoperability
(J-7); and force structure, resources, and requirements (J-8). There are four Deputy Directorates for
Operations responsible for: current operations, conbating terrorism current readi ness and capabilities, and
i nformati on operations. Logistics has three Deputy Directorates: one for Logistics, Readiness and Requirenents;
one for Logistics Readiness Center; and another for Medical Readiness. Five Deputy Directorates for Strategic
Pl ans and Policy, three responsible for politico-mlitary affairs fromthe European, Asian and d oba
per spectives; one for international negotiations; and one for strategy and policy. The Command, Control
Conmmuni cati ons and Conputer Systens (C4) director establishes policy for Defense-w de conmunications, mlitary
satellite and terrestrial networks, joint tactical C4 systens, and informati on assurance; provides crisis and
contingency C4 systens for US forces worldw de. Three Deputies support the Director, Conmand, Control
Conmuni cati ons and Computer Systens: the Deputy Director for C4 Command Operations, C4 Systens, and (4
Assessnments & Technol ogy.

The Operational Plans and Interoperability director is the inplenmenting agent for Joint Vision 2010 and is
al so responsible for joint doctrine, joint mlitary education, execution and evaluation of the Chairnman’s
Exerci se Program and eval uati on of operational plans. Three Deputies support the Director, Force Structure,
Resources, and Assessnent: the Deputy Director for Force Structure and Resources; Assessnent; and Technica
Qperations. J-8 is also responsible for the Joint Requirenments Oversight Council. Qher activities include the
Joint Secretariat; the Director of Managenent; the JCS representatives for various international negotiations;
and the US Del egation, United Nations Mlitary Staff Commttee.

. Force Structure Summary:

Thi s budget activity provides the necessary funds to run the Joint Staff. The Joint Staff directly supports the
Chai rman and ot her nenbers of the Joint Chiefs of Staff. Joint Staff progranms include:

Conbating TerrorismDirectorate: The Secretary of Defense in a 15 Sep 1996 letter to the Chairman of the
Joint Chiefs of Staff and in DOD Directive 2000. 12, also dated 15 Sep 1996, assigned the Chairman specific new
duties in conbating terrorism Additionally, the letter directed the Chairman to designate an appropriate
office to carry out these new responsibilities and ensure that force protection considerations are included in
every aspect of our military activities worldw de.
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The Conbating TerrorismDirectorate was established to assist the Chairman in his responsibility to serve
as the principal adviser to the SECDEF for all DOD anti-terrorismprotection issues. Sone of the duties of the
office include, but are not limted to:

= Review the resources the Service Secretaries propose for force protection prograns to detern ne whet her
t hey are adequate

= Prepare joint doctrines and standards for AT force protection. Review Service doctrines and standards.

= Ensure that Conbatant Commanders’ policies and prograns are established for the protection of DOD
personnel, their famlies, facilities, and other materiel

Assess the inplenentation of force protection prograns within the Conbatant Commanders areas of responsibility
(AOR) .

Joint Modeling & Sinulation. Joint Analysis Mdels are the Joint Staff analytical software tools and
simul ati ons supporting the assessment requirenents of the Chairman, the Joint Chiefs of Staff. These tools
assi st in conducting studies and evaluations of mlitary forces’ prograns and strategies. Key functions
provided by this programinclude: software devel opnment mai ntenance, docunentation, and training on Joint Staff
anal ytic tools and simulati on nodels; devel opnent, design and integration of database, graphics environnents,
and simul ations; software engi neering of application software to achieve software portability, interoperability,
efficiency, performance and enhanced anal yst productivity; contracted technical expertise to assist Joint Staff
mlitary anal ysts; and exploring | eadi ng edge technol ogi es and net hodol ogies in the joint nodeling and
simul ati ons arena.

The anal ytical nodel s and sinmul ati ons supported by this programare essential to the fulfillnent of the
anal ysis and assessnent taskings of the Joint Staff. Analytical support requirenents continue to notivate the
need for greater anounts of data, faster processing speeds expansion of know edge-based software tools,
expl oration and incorporation of new nodeling nethodol ogi es, and greater interoperability anong distributed
anal ysis networks and existing and enmergi ng joint nodeling and sinmulations systens. Funds are used to: ensure
conpliance with DOD and Joint Staff AIS |ife-cycle nanagenent initiatives; ensure Joint Staff analysts remain
abreast of the latest hardware, operating system and analytical/training requirenments for the user comunity;
provi de conti nued devel opnent and mai ntenance of anal ytical nodels; and provide operational, technical, and
anal ytical support to the analysts conducting warfighting assessnents of conputer systens devel opnent and
upgr ades.

Joint nodeling and simulation also includes the Joint Analytical Mddel |nprovenent Program (JAMP). JAMP
addresses the significant linmtations of existing theater-level simulations to provide anal ytic support to

senior officials. Existing systenms are grounded in Cold War theory about the use and depl oynent of forces and
the nature of conbat operations. They have limted capability to address the energi ng concepts of joint
operation warfighting. JAMP was established by the DEPSECDEF in May 1995. The Joint Staff (J-8) and OSD/ PAKE
share the lead in inproving the state of analytic nodels throughout the Departnent via JAMP. JAMP is the
devel opnent and noderni zati on of the specialized analytic software tools and nodels required to exam ne joint
operations in fulfillment of MS support for the CICS.

Devel opnent of the Joint Warfare System (JWARS) as the next-generation theater-I|evel canpaign analysis
tool is the centerpiece of JAMP. JWARS will be a state-of-the-art, closed-form constructive simulation of
multisided, joint warfare for analysis. JWARS will include inproved C4l SR and bal anced joint warfare
representations and repl ace several |egacy systens that have limted representation of integrated joint
operations and are technically outnoded in design, data nanagenment, and interoperability. The entire DOD
anal ytic nodeling conmunity will use JWARS, including the CINCs, Joint Staff, Services, OSD, and ot her DOD
organi zations. A JWARS prototype was conpleted in March 1997 and devel opnent began, with | OC schedul ed for FY
2000 and FOC for FY 2002.

This program al so i ncludes funding for the Joint Data System (JDS). 1In June 1996, the DEPSECDEF
designated the OSD/ PARE JDS as the primary data support agency for JAMP. JDS is the central authoritative
source of verified, validated, and certified (W&C) data and information for use in the JAMP suite of nodels
and simulations. JDS provides data sourcing, database adm nistration, data warehousing, verification, and
validation to seven current sinulations of theater-level warfare and to JWARS. For JWARS, JDS ensures that
proposed nodel i ng net hods can be supported with data, and will obtain appropriate data for testing.

Pent agon Renovati on Mai nt enance Renovation Fund (PRVRF) is the Joint Staff’s funding line to support the
operation, maintenance, protection and renovation of the Pentagon. PRVRF includes The Joint Staff rent and
furniture bills and above standard facility mai ntenance and utilities.

Managenent Support provides the day-to-day resources required to fulfill the Chairman’s responsibilities
and support the Joint Staff personnel. Resources are used to:

Provi de the Chairman, National Command Authorities (NCA), and CINCs a real-tinme picture of current
operations and provide a single point of contact for current plans across the spectrum of operations to include
conventional, special technical, reconnai ssance, counternarcotics, counterterrorism counterproliferation, and
ot her speci al operations.

Many of the analysis functions demand a conputing environnent tailored for scientific analysis. The
Anal ytical Suite, presently in Phase IV of its life cycle (operations and support), was devel oped as an
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i ntegrated conputing environnent configured to support |arge-scale anal yses and assessnents, as well as ad hoc
research and anal ysis for one-tinme taskings and scenari o excursions, relating to:

- Assessnents of joint force capabilities

- Analyses to assist CICS in the devel opnent of recommendations to Secretary of Defense regarding
force pl anni ng

- Mlitary assessnents

- Tradeof f anal yses between force effectiveness and alternative resource distributions

- | ndependent cost and budget anal ysis

- Eval uation of effects of manpower policy and programissues on joint warfighting capability

- Analyses of joint force capabilities and requirenents

- Plan, fund, direct, and manage the devel opment and i nprovenment of joint nodels and sinmulations,
anal ysis, gam ng procedures, and techniques, including automated information system support required
to conduct studies and anal yses for CIJCS

- Devel op joint nodeling and sinulation capability as necessary

- Program and budget anal yses

- Analysis of proposed force structures

- Applying qualitative and quantitative gam ng and anal ysis nmethods involving participation by
other Joint Staff Directorates, DOD agencies, foreign nations, other governnent organizations, and
the private sector

Devel op and maintain joint doctrine for the enploynment of the Armed Forces. Previously, the Services
fought under their individually devel oped doctrine, which led to confusion and inefficiency when joint
operations were required. Joint doctrine is now the foundation of all mlitary operations training, educating,
organi zi ng, equi pping, structuring, and fighting - it focuses the Service efforts into a synergistic joint
canpaign. Since joint doctrine is the distilled wisdomof our collective warfighting experience, it becones a
formula for success in both war and other operations. Joint doctrine, by definition, is authoritative, thereby
ensuring its primacy over Service doctrine.

Devel op and maintain the Joint Training System (JTS). JTS, which builds upon joint doctrine, is a
four-phased systenm c process designed to inplement a high-quality joint training programthat maxim zes the
readi ness of the Armed Forces (i.e., the ability to place personnel and units into joint operations with a high
probability of m ssion success). Phase |, Requirements, is expressed as a joint mssion essential task |ist
(JVMETL), which produces m ssion-based CI NC-specific strategic, theater, operational, or tactical tasks derived
fromthe Universal Joint Task List. JMETL tasks are directly related to the National Mlitary Strategy and the
Joint Strategic Capabilities Plan’s (JSCP) mi ssions assigned to the conbatant comrands. Phase 11, Pl ans,
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results in the creation of joint training plans by taking the requirenment-based tasks, identified in the first
phase, and linking themto the appropriate training audi ence and support tools. Phase IIl, Execution

i npl enents joint training plans, normally through a Cl NC-sponsored exerci se program conducted and eval uated by
joint force commanders. Finally, Phase |V, Assessnments, is initiated by the commander to determine the plan’s
training effectiveness and resulting levels of joint readi ness. Assessnents inpact doctrine, organization
training, material, and education

Provi de assistance to the CINCs for devel opi ng and eval uati ng war plans. Prepare strategy, planning
gui dance, and policy for operations, |ogistics, organizational issues, politico-mlitary affairs, and
i nternational negotiations--in coordination with the conbatant conmands, the Services, OSD, the interagency, and
i nternational organizations. Provide independent assessnents, plans, and eval uations of projects of high
interest to the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, and the Director, Joint Staff, and other Services.

Execute the CICS Sponsored Exercise Program (CSEP). CSEP is focused on joint doctrine, policies,
procedures, systenms, and training to ensure effective strategic direction and integration of US and coalition
mlitary forces worldwi de. The CSEP provides a robust “across the seans” training environnment which is
specifically designed to address interoperability at the national |evel by presenting senior |eaders with
chal | engi ng and t hought - provoki ng situations that address key warfighting issues. This program offers other
government departnents and agenci es, outside of DOD, a baseline series of exercises that can be used to support
i nt eragency coordi nati on and trai ning.

Provi de support for |logistics capabilities of the conbatant conmands, to include information fusion,
devel oping strategic nobility, nobilization, medical, readiness, civil engineering, exercise/wargane analysis,
and sustai nment policies and procedures to support conbat forces.

Provi de functional oversight to the d obal Conbat Support System (GCSS) to ensure information
interoperability across conbat support functions and between conbat support and command and control functions in
support of the joint warfighter. Coordinates the overall policy and guidance to inplenent the GCSS strategy
representing a new paradigmin the way automated information systens of the future will be devel oped in
accordance with the Cinger-Cohen Act.

Coordi nate DOD efforts to ensure adequate comrand, control, conmunications, and conputer (C4) support
to the CINCs and the National Conmand Authorities (NCA) for joint and conbined mlitary operations. Develop
policies, plans, and prograns for C4 systenms, conceptualize future C4 systens design, and provide direction to
i nprove conmand and control (C2) systens.

Performthe Joint Warfighting Capabilities Assessnents (JWCA). JWCA processes assist the Joint
Requi renents Oversight Council (JROC) in providing recommendations to the Chairman to provide nilitary advice to
the SECDEF on the mlitary requirenments priorities. The JWCA teans al so support the Chairman in assessing the
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extent that the programrecommendati ons and budget proposals of Mlitary Departnments and ot her DOD conponents
conformwith the priorities established in strategic plans and the priorities of the Cl NCs.

Use interagency and international warganes, sem nars, and workshops to:

Conduct studies and anal yses of nucl ear and conventional forces in support of JWCA teans,
i nternational negotiations, Joint Strategic Planning System Pl anning, Programm ng, and Budgeting System the
Quadrenni al Defense Review, and anal yses such as the Mbility Requirenents Study-05, and the Wapons of Mass
Destruction Study.

Provide mobility nodeling studies and analysis for the CICS and SECDEF to assess the |ogistics
i npacts of a dynamic range of strategic policies that address the “fort-to-foxhole” nobility program

Provi de essential training, analysis, and assessnents to maintain and inprove US mlitary
sustai nment capabilities in joint, conbined, and coalition environnents.

Provi de assessnments of international and donmestic politico-mlitary, econom c, denographic,
envi ronnent al and psychosoci al trends, and their inpacts on national security policy and mlitary strategy.

Support interagency and international politico-mlitary crisis simulations sponsored by the
Chai rman, Service principals, OSD, and the Cl NCs.

Operate and provi de ongoi ng upgrades to the Joint Staff Information Network (JSIN) (fornmerly known as
the Joint Staff Automation of the Nineties (JSAN) progranm). JSINis the network infrastructure that provides
cruci al decision-nmaking information affecting mlitary operations to the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff
and the Joint Staff. JSIN inproves the action processing systemfor faster coordination of critical classified
and unclassified issues with CINCs, Services, and agencies. In addition, JSIN satisfies office automation
requi renents such as coll aborative planning tools, action package preparation and tracki ng, autonated nessage
handl i ng, | ocal area networking, word processing, and electronic mail with attachments.

Managenent support al so provides for the nornmal operating costs of the Joint Staff (e.g., civilian pay,
travel, training, and conmuni cation).

Currently, the
Services’ systens are stove-pi ped applications and not interoperable across conbat
support functions and conmmand and control functions in support of the joint warfighter
Operationalizing Focused Logistics is a newinitiative beginning in FY 2000 with funding
established at $4.735 nillion. This initiative provides the coordinating authority for
JV 2010 logistics (J-4) with day-to-day program nanagenent support and oversight.
Additionally, it provides the nodeling and assessnment devel opnent, anal ytical support of
focused logistics initiatives, warganme assessnent of the 2010 force |ogistics
capabilities, conduct of |ogistic experinmentation, and associated travel and printing
expenses needed to neet the Focused Logistics Roadmap objectives. As a result, Focused
Logistics will include better forecasting of needs, nore expeditious nmeans of delivery,
and elimnation of surplus resources that burden conmtted forces. Acconplishing the
above not only provides nore effective support to the warfighter, but reduces the

| ogistic financial burden through nore efficient use of resources. Funds will be used to
operationalize Focused Logistics based upon the direction of the Logistics Reengi neering
Seni or Steering Goup (LRSSG .

Joint Modeling & Sinulation: The nost significant increases are for the Joint Warfare
System (JWARS) and Joint Data System (JDS). JWARS and JDS experienced delays in the
execution of these prograns due to a protracted resolution of contracting issues. These
i ssues del ayed contract awards until late in the fiscal year. FY 1999 funds were
reduced conmensurately to fund only those efforts that could be conpleted during FY

both networks in the next two years. The JSIN classified network is considered “m ssion
critical” as it provides automated distribution of AUTODI N nessage traffic, rapid

el ectronic staffing of proposed advice to the NCA operational planning, and resource
al l ocation decisions. The era of “knowl edge managenent” has arrived at the Joint Staff
and prototype systenms nust be devel oped to ensure rapid sharing of know edge at optimm
times to support senior decision makers and staff officers. This is an explosive area
with great potential that JSIN nust support. Increased collaboration with comuands,
Services, departnents, and agencies and tinely interaction with staff counterparts

t hr oughout commands worl dwide will continue to grow in both the classified and

uncl assified domains. JSINw Il be the primary systemenabling the Joint Staff to

achi eve great efficiency and operational effectiveness through coll aboration.

Joint Modeling & Sinulation (JM&S) Field Support: CINC requirenents for JM&S Field
Support program fundi ng exceeded avail abl e funding. The $1.2Mincrease in FY 2000 JM&S
Fiel d Support programfunding is essential to reduce the shortfall between funding and
CINC requirenents at a tine when the CINCs are facing increasing operational
commitments. DoD theater analysis simulations requirenents have continued to increase
as CINCs respond to escal ati ng denands to support additional, previously unprogranmred,
contingencies. JMS prograns enable CINCs to anal yze potential courses of action (CQOAs)
proposed during deliberate and crisis action planning, often real time, enabling Cl NCs
to quickly conpare COAs and sel ect optimal COA for execution. In addition to
“conventional” warfare analysis support, CINCs are increasingly required to perform
anal ysis and sinulations in support of mlitary operations planning including mlitary
operations other than war (MOOTW to plan and execute nore effective, efficient
operations.

As we approached the latter stages of installation, OSD
(Readiness) felt the responsibility for maintenance and inprovenents to the existing
features of the systemshould shift to the Joint Staff. Unfortunately, this shift in
program policy took place too late for the FY 1998 President’s Budget request. FY 1999
was budgeted for the initially identified projects within the program The increase in
fundi ng provides for the revision, additions, and inprovenents to the Joint Training
System Specifically, the devel opnment and inplenentation of Alternative Training

Met hods (ot her than exercises), Individual Joint Courses as well as fielding distributed
i ndi vidual training capability and field tools to determ ne optimal training strategies
and associ ated costs. Additionally, the new funding line also provides for the study
and devel oprment of the concept of a Joint Training Manager in each CINC and an Exercise
Schedul i ng Deconfliction Tool to assist in reduci ng OPTEMPQ PERSTEMPO. The Joint Staff
recently conpleted a study that addressed the present deficiencies in the JTS, the
requirenent to assist in the inplenentation of PDD- 56, and need to migrate the present
JTS to acconplish the significant mlestones in the CICSs’ JV2010 initiative. However,
the original master plan for joint training did not anticipate Presidential Decision
Directive (PDD)-56 and the requirenent to build an interagency training systemsinlar
to the JTS. The increased funding will also provide for the support and inplenmentation
of PDD-56 and Public Law 103-62 by providing the foll ow ng:

The present Universal Joint Task List for devel oping CINC training requirenents
describes the capabilities of the present not the future. The increased fundi ng provides

DOCNET provides the authoritative nodel for joint doctrine instruction
It is the only way to provide consi stency and ensure accuracy of instruction. The scope
of this programis unprecedented and enthusiastically endorsed by the Cl NCs and
Services.

Funding is required to ensure the CICS has a truly independent
programto assess CINCs Qperation/Exercises preparedness, maintains critical visibility
of joint training and has the ability to assess joint doctrinal standardization and
strategi c/ operati onal DOTM.P i ssues.

d obal Conbat Support System (GCSS) Strategy: Gven Joint Staff J-4"s responsibilities
as the functional proponent for GCSS, a new requirenent was identified and partially
funded in FY 1999 to support those responsibilities. The increased funding will be used
for contractor support to maintain visibility over the decentralized applications

devel oped by the Services and primary staff agencies and provi de the nanagenent and
oversight to ensure they conply with the standards governing interoperability.

Addi tionally, the funding supports the requirenments process that ensures that Service
and agency applications satisfy the functional requirenents of the CINCs. Finally, the
fundi ng supports the managenent control, devel ops overarchi ng managenent docunents, and
assists the Joint Staff/J-4 in carrying out its responsibilities in |eading a GCSS
Ceneral O ficer Steering Group.

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V. Performance Criteria and Eval uati on Summary:

The Joint Staff (TJS) is responsible for providing support to the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff in
his role as the principal mlitary adviser to the President, the National Security Council, and the Secretary
of Defense. 1In this capacity, TJS supports the acconplishnment of all DOD corporate goals.

It is difficult to quantify the results of staff actions, however. For exanple, the inpact of a newy

devel oped joint doctrine on an exercise or operation is not readily nmeasured. Yet, the successful rescue of
Capt. Scott O Gady in Bosnia was a joint operation that fully exercised the newy published joint search and
rescue doctrine. This guidance proved that the synergy provided by a joint force is far superior to the
separate Service efforts of the past.

Acconpl i shnment of the DOD corporate goals and successful enploynent of US and coalition forces worl d-w de
depends upon a nunber of programs and actions provided by TJS. Devel opnent, enrichnent, and depl oynent of
joint policy, procedures, doctrine, and training nethodol ogies are critical. Mlitary engagenent throughout
the world on issues such as humanitarian law in arned conflict, maritinme affairs, treaty conpliance
activities, security assistance matters, and international negotiations associated with these activities
remains a priority. Analysis through nodeling, simulations, war ganes, and anal ytical studies for departnent
assessnments such as the Quadrenni al Defense Review (Q@R) and Joint Warfighting Capabilities Assessnents
(JWCA) nust be acconplished to ensure efficient organizations and effective use of scarce resources.

Devel opnent and eval uati on of war plans and preparation of strategy, planning guidance, and policy for
operations, logistics, C4, organizational issues, politico-mlitary affairs, and international negotiations
are crucial for inprovenents in departnent operations. Exanples of TJS acconplishnents in these areas

i ncl ude:

Coor di nat ed, managed, and allocated 100 Joint Staff Integrated Vulnerability Assessnents (JSIVAs) for
FY 1998. Mlitary and civilian directorate personnel participated in the 100 JSIVAs, which assessed
approxi mately 130 DOD installations in the area of physical security, counteroperations, intelligence/
counterintelligence, operational readiness, structural engineering, and infrastructure engi neering.

JSI VAs give great enphasis to installation infrastructure and technical inprovenents of physical measures
designed for the protection of |arge population centers and the prevention of mass casualties. JSIVA team
assessnments provi de conbatant comuanders, Service Chiefs, and installation commanders with an expert assessnent
of their vulnerability to terrorist attack, options to enhance their AT/ FP prograns, and feedback to the CICS on
his AT/FP initiatives. TJS devel oped and mai ntai ned a dat abase on the trends and anal ysis devel oped fromthe
JSIVAs to be used as a tool to enhance force protection at the installation |evel.
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Devel oped a conbating terrorismm ssion area analysis tool, with the purpose being to construct a
basel i ne of Service and warfighter antiterrorismprioritized objectives, operational tasks, and deficiencies. A
full analysis was conducted in FY 1998, with foll owon anal ysis scheduled in FY 1999.

Devel oped the Conbating Terrorism Canpai gn Pl an, which serves as a planning and assessnent tool to
achi eve the Chairnman’s Conbating Terrorism Vision and the Conbating Terrorism Deputy Directorate goals through
devel opnent of staff initiatives that acconplish the Chairman’s tasks.

Devel oped an Antiterrorism Force Protection Installation Planning Tenplate. This tenplate provides
installation conmanders and DOD antiterrorisniforce protection planners a single tool to assist in the
devel opnent of antiterrorismforce protection plans.

Conducted two Joint Staff AntiterrorisniForce Protection Executive Sem nars, with C NC Servi cel/ agency
general officer, flag officer, and other senior |evel representatives in attendance. The seminar goal is to
expose senior |eadership to the increasing enphasis on antiterrorismin an effort to help institutionalize our
commitnment to develop a prem er force protection capability.

Conduct ed preparation for the FY 1999 Force Protection Equi prent Denonstration (FPED). The focus of
the FPED is to showase comercial -off-the-shelf force protection equi pnent to comuanders, senior deci sion-
makers within DOD, the interagencies, and congressional nmenbers.

Conducted two
counterproliferation war ganes with the geographi c conbatant comuands concerning flexible deterrent options, as
well as three senior-level CP interdiction policy ganes. Received and reviewed the individual conbatant
commands’ CONPLANs 0400 (Counterproliferation) Strategic Concept (STRATCON). CICS approval of these STRATCONs
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led to the plan witing phase for each CINC. Received and currently review ng the individual conbatant
conmmands’ CONPLAN 0400.

Provided nmobility nodeling efforts supporting the Mobility Requirenments Study (MRS-05), Joint
Warfighting Capability Assessnents (JWCA), and Joint Monthly Readi ness Review (JMRR) issues dealing with
strategic and tactical nmobility shortfalls. The analysis provided supports CONOP devel opment and course of
action devel opnent for WWD, ammo cont ai ner, and materiel handling equipnment (VMHE) issues. MRS-05 will be the
basis for DOD progranm ng of strategic nobility forces and a conprehensive review of US strategic nobility
requirenents for the FY 2005 tinefrane. Additionally, data devel oped during the MRS process has served as the
foundation for all joint warfighting analysis such as N MBLE DANCER, Deep Attack Wapons M x Study (DAWS),
Weapons of Mass Destruction Study, and nost inportantly, will support the next Quadrenni al Defense Review (QDR).

Finally, significant progress was achieved to inprove the reliability, capability, and security of the
Joint Staff Information Network (JSIN). Security features for both networks were increased, including
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i ntroduction of |atest technology for virus scanning, intrusion detection software, firewall upgrades and the
addi ti on of contractor support dedicated to enhanced security engi neering and systens analysis. External
connectivity for classified and unclassified |ocal area networks was expanded. Critical access to Secret
Internet Protocol Network (SIPRNet) was provided which shortened coll aboration tinelines between the Joint
Staff, unified conmands, and other DOD and Federal agencies. The Defense Messagi ng System (DV5) inplenentation
to mgrate DVS-conpatible electronic nmail capability onto the Joint Staff Unclassified Network was planned and
engi neered. (osol ete equi pnent on classified and uncl assified networks was upgraded or repl aced.

Descri ption of Qperations Fi nanced:

a. The Washi ngton Headquarters Services (WHS) was established under Title 10, United
States Code, on COctober 1, 1977 as a Departnent of Defense (DoD) Field Activity to provide
operational support to specified DoD activities in the National Capital Region. |n general,
the Core Operational Support Activities of the organization represents a consolidation of
functions which provides a variety of adm nistrative and operational support and services to
desi gnated DoD activities which are not authorized their own support capability. WHS enables
support functions to be centralized for maxi num efficiency and control, by assum ng the
responsi bility of planning, managi ng and adm nistering the follow ng functions:

(1) Adm nistrative support of the Ofice of the Secretary of Defense (0OSD), DoD
Field Activities, and other specified Defense activities, including budgeting and
accounting, civilian and mlitary personnel managenent, office services, personnel and
information security, correspondence and cabl es managenent, directives and records
managenent, travel, and other such adm nistrative services.

(2) I'nformation technol ogy support for the OSD and ot her assigned DoD activities,
i ncl udi ng devel opi ng i nformati on managenent strategi es and prograns; assisting
organi zati onal conponents in devel opi ng program proposals, plans, and budgets for
automated information systens. This includes information and data systens in support of
t he OSD deci sion and policy-mnmaki ng process, including managenent information collection
and reports preparation.

(3) DoD- occupi ed, General Services Adm nistration (GSA) -controlled adm nistrative
space in the NCR and DoD common support facilities, including office space, |aw
enforcenent, nmaintenance, repair and alteration of assigned buil dings, custodial
servi ces, physical security, building adm nistration, graphics, contracting, property
managenent, concessions, and ot her support services.

(4) Staff activities in support of the responsibilities of the OSD for the Federal
Voti ng Assi stance Program

(1) The Defense Travel System (DTS), which provides funding for the operations of
the Project Managenent O fice (PMDJ). This includes contractor investnment costs for
depl oynent, system operation and pre-planned product inprovenents (P3l1). The P3| itens
i nclude future DTS requirenents such as Charge Card Vendor Interface, d oba
Transportation Network Interface, and the Defense Information Infrastructure Conpliance.

(2) The Pentagon Renovation Project provides a proportional paynent to the Pentagon
Reservati on M ntenance Revolving Fund (PRVRF) to fund the multi-year project, based on
the total occupancy percentage of the facility. The FY 1998 costs were higher due to
t he Congressional realignment of the mlitary services share into the WHS account.

(3) Oher Defense progranms provide non-recurring funding to various activities
assi gned by the OSD as Executive Agents for the managenent of key Defense, Governnent-
wi de and international progranms.
