| . Description of Operations Financed: The mssion of the Defense Threat Reduction
Agency (DTRA) is to safeguard the United States and its allies from Wapons of Mass
Destruction (WD) (Chem cal, Bi ol ogi cal , Radi ol ogi cal , Nucl ear, and Hgh Yield

Expl osives) by providing capabilities to reduce, elimnate, and counter the threat and
mtigate its effects.

The threat to the Nation's security presented by weapons of nass destruction (WD) is
i mredi ate, persistent, growi ng, and evolving. The recently updated National Security
Strategy (NSS) underscores this by stating "... there is no greater threat to the Anmerican
peopl e than weapons of mass destruction, particularly the danger posed by the pursuit of
nucl ear weapons by violent extremsts and their proliferation to additional states."”
Accordingly, the Quadrennial Defense Review Report (QDR), February 2010, identifies
numerous initiatives in support of the Departnment's priorities and key mssion areas to
provide a |ayered defense across the spectrum of the counter-WWD mission in order to
provi de the American people the nost effective and efficient barriers to WD.
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l. Descri pti on of Operations Financed (continued):

The DTRA is the Department of Defense's (DoD) conbat support agency for the WD m ssion.
The DTRA executes national mnmssions related to countering WWD while working as an
interagency and international team builder to stop WD threats at their sources;
interdict weapons and WWD materials at borders and in transit; as well as mtigate WD
ef fects. Additionally, the Director, DITRA, heads the United States Strategic Conmand
Center for Conbating WD (SCC-WWD) in a dual-hatted role. The SCC-WWD supports the
devel opnment and advocacy of DoD doctrine, organization, training, material, |eadership
and education, personnel, and facilities (DOTM.PF) for countering WD capabilities. In
addition, the SCC-WWD synchroni zes DoD conponent countering WVD-rel ated planning efforts.
The DTRA budget request represents the Departnent's investnment in securing the Nation
fromthe threat of WD.

The Cooperative Threat Reduction (CIR) programis integral to the DITRA. The CTR program

is a separate appropriation requested in a separate submssion titled, “Cooperative
Threat Reduction.”

Narrative Explanation of Changes:

The FY 2012 budget request reflects an overall decrease of -$31.4M when conpared to the
FY 2011 current estimate. This net adjustnment includes a price adjustnent of +3$3.5M
-$3.0M functional transfer of the National Technical Nuclear Forensics program to the
Army; and program i ncreases of +$7.4M and program decreases of -$39.3M

As an integral part of the U S. national security strategy and an essential elenent of
nonproliferation efforts, arns control activities enhance confidence in treaty and
agreenent conpliance through effective inspection, nonitoring, and verification. In
addition, arnms control activities contribute to a nore stable and cal cul abl e bal ance of
wor |l d power.
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

The U.S. seeks to reduce the threat from weapons of mass destruction in a nunber of ways,
particularly through treaty and non-treaty efforts to control, safeguard, and elimnate
exi sting weapons. As the focal point for US. treaty inplenmentation, the DIRA executes
current arnms control treaties and agreenents, and prepares for new initiatives. The DIRA
is increasingly involved in shaping the international security environment through on-
site activities in post-conflict stabilization operations because of its arns control
experi ence. The DTRA inspectors provide the Secretary of Defense with first-hand
evidence that international commitnents are fulfilled through the verifiable reduction of
the world' s stockpiles of nuclear, chem cal, and conventional weapons (which includes the
trai ning and equi ppi ng of |aw enforcenent and border guard personnel in the Fornmer Sovi et
Union (FSU), Eastern Europe, Baltics, and Balkans). The DTRA arns control m ssion
directly enhances the U S. security interests.

The three primary objectives of the DITRA arns control activities are to:
e conduct U. S. Governnent inspections of foreign facilities, territories or events
e coordinate and conduct the escort of inspection teans for inspections or continuous
nonitoring activities in the U S. and at U S. facilities overseas
e acquire and field technology capabilities required to inplenent, conply with, and
allow full exercise of US. rights and prerogatives under existing and projected
arnms control treaties and agreenents

| mpl ementation of existing arnms control agreenments is an inportant nonproliferation

elenent of the Admnistration’s national security policy. The DTRA trains, equips,
organi zes, depl oys, and exerci ses operational control over inspection, nonitoring, and

escort teams. This ensures that the U S. CGovernment can exercise its full treaty rights
for on-site inspection and protects U S. treaty rights with respect to inspected sites or
activities. The DTRA provides technical advice to U S. Governnent elenents concerned
wi th devel oping, inplenenting, or evaluating conpliance with arns control treaties and
agr eenent s.

The DTRA continues its efforts to carry out the inspection, escort, and nonitoring
provisions of the New Strategic Arnms Reduction Treaty (NST), the Conventional Arnmed
Forces in Europe (CFE) Treaty, the Open Skies Treaty (0OS), the Chem cal Wapons
Convention (CAC), and the Plutonium Production Reactor Agreenent (PPRA).

The DTRA executes other missions requiring its unique skills, organization, or experience
including the International Counterproliferation (I1CP) Program support for the Dayton
Peace Accords, Biological Wapons Convention (BW); the Vienna Docunent 1999 (VD99) and
ot her Confidence and Security Building Measures (CSBM; the Small Arns and Light Wapons
(SALW Program the International Atom c Energy Agency Additional Protocol (1AEA AP); the
Techni cal Equi prent I nspection Program (TEl); and the Defense Treaty |nspection Readi ness
Program (DTI RP) .

The DTRA budget subm ssion for nonproliferation arns control activities, provides support
for the full range of treaty inplementation requirenments and reflects the [atest revision
to treaty entry-into-force (EIF) dates, and the l|atest assunptions for inspection and
conpliance requirenments. These assunptions are tied to Presidential policy and strategy.

1) New Strategic Arns Reduction Treaty (NST) M ssions:

The DTRA mission includes inspection and escort activities to verify Russian conpliance
concerning the reduction and limtation of strategic offensive arms (nuclear weapons).
This program includes funding for direct mssion costs, training, and essential support
requi renments. The START Treaty expired in Decenber 2009. The NST was signed in April
2010 and has recently been ratified. The DoD has directed the DITRA to begin preparations
for inplenentation and anticipates entry into force (EIF) in the near future.

Under the Plutonium Production Reactor Agreenent, the DITRA continues to perform

i nspections and escort missions to nonitor U S. and Russian Shutdown Reactors, as well as
conducting i nspections to nonitor Russian Plutonium Oxide Storage Facilities.
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

Negoti ations continue to establish technical equiprment that will be used to neasure
Pl ut oni um Oxi de stored in Russia.

The DTRA trains and equips certified DoD Host Team Representatives who ensure protection
of DoD equities during | AEA/ AP integrated safeguard inspections conducted in the U S.

2) Conventional Arned Forces in Europe (CFE) M ssions:

The CFE is a nultilateral treaty between countries of the fornmer Warsaw Pact and the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO). The U S. is allocated 15 percent of the
active inspections available to NATO which is executed by the DTRA along wth escort and
[iai son m ssions. The program includes funding for direct mssion costs, training, and
essential support requirenents. Training includes support to U S. European Comrand
(USEUCOM) and the conponent treaty conpliance officers, bilateral nock inspections wth
treaty partners, site assistance visits for U S. sites subject to CFE inspection, and
weapons recognition training. An adapted CFE Treaty was signed by States Parties at the
Novenber 1999 |stanbul Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe (OSCE) Sunmt.

Russi a suspended operations of CFE Treaty activities in Decenber 2007 for an unspecified
duration; however, Russia has the legal right to resune and continue treaty verification
operations at any tinme. The U S. Governnment has a binding |legal and political comm tnent
to be ready to imediately fulfill its treaty inplenentation and conpliance
responsibilities in that event. It nust be noted that the remaining 29 State Parties of
the Treaty are actively continuing treaty verification operations.

This program includes DTRA support to Confidence and Security Building Measures (CSBM
i nspections and evaluations associated with the Vienna Docunent 1999. The DTRA al so
executes activities under the Dayton Peace Accords, providing U S. Governnent support to
the OSCE m ssion in Bosnia and Herzegovi na.

The DTRA supports nonproliferation efforts to assess, reduce, and secure stockpiles of
Small Arms and Light Wapons (SALW worldwi de by supporting the Departnent of State

O fice of Wapons Renoval and Abatenent. The SALW Program hel ps foreign governnents
ensure that Man-Portable Air Defense Systens (MANPADS), other SALW and rel ated ordnance,
are properly secured and managed and that excess stockpiles are destroyed. The DTRA

teans perform assessnents, provide technical advice, and present U S best practices
t hrough Physical Security and Stockpil e Managenment training.

This programincludes the Arms Control Enterprise System (ACES). This information system
is essential for conpliance with legally and politically binding US. arns control
treaties and agreenents. The ACES provides accountability of conventional and strategic
assets as required for treaty-nmandated data exchanges.

3) Chem cal Wapons Convention (CAC) M ssions:

Resources for the CW are required to acconplish escort activities of international
i nspectors for the Organization for the Prohibition of Chem cal Wapons (OPCW and to
ensure conpliance with the ternms of the multilateral CAC. The DTRA is engaged in escort
activity of continuous nonitoring at Tooele, Utah; Anniston, Al abama; Umatilla, Oregon;
and Pine Bluff, Arkansas. Additional CWC escort m ssions include inspections of DoD
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

storage facilities, short-duration inspections of destruction of recovered chem cal
weapons and m scellaneous CW Materials, and preparation for support of CW Challenge
| nspecti ons.

Funding for this program includes Technical Equipnent Inspections (TElI) support for OAC
M ssions, training, and essential support requirenments. The DTRA provi des support to the
DoD Bi ol ogi cal Wapons Treaty WManager by conpiling the annual information declarations
from DoD conponents for further submission to the Departnment of State and the United
Nat i ons.

4) Open Skies (0OS) M ssions:

The Open Skies mssions are part of a nultilateral treaty involving the European states,
the Republic of Belarus and the Russian Federation G oup of State Parties, the U S., and
Canada. It involves reciprocal over-flights of states using specific aircraft wth
specified sensors. The DTRA plans and prepares for receiving and conducting OGS
observation mssions and for conducting and participating in aircraft and sensor
certification inspections. Also funded in this program are Technical Equipnent
| nspections (TElI) activities, training, and essential support requirenents.

5) International Counterproliferation (ICP) Program

The DoD ICP Program is a congressionally nandated program that conbines cooperative
efforts of the DoDl Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) and DoD/ Departnent of Honel and
Security, in which DoDis the | ead agency. Participating governnents of the Forner
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

Soviet Union, the Baltics, the Bal kans, and Eastern Europe have agreed to work with the
US to stemthe proliferation of weapons of mass destruction.

The ICP Programis the primary tool for the COCOVWs to apply in their theater security
cooperation strategy to conbat trafficking of WD and related material. The FY 2011
funding permts the ICP Program to engage countries that have nade the |long-term
commitment to work cooperatively with the US. by providing a series of specialized
training prograns designed for foreign officials involved with border security, custons,

and |aw enforcenent. Some training courses include critical equipnent packages to
enhance the capacity of partner countries to deter, detect, investigate, and respond to
the attenpted proliferation of WD. Training is sustained with periodic |ocal and

regional WWD Integrated Exercises which enable students to wuse program skills and
equi pnent within a realistic training environnent.

6) Secretary of Defense Support:

The DTRA provides technical, analytical, and adm nistrative support to the Ofice of the
Secretary of Defense Treaty Managers.

7) Defense Treaty Inspection Readi ness Program

The DoD has designated the DTRA as the Lead Agent for the Defense Treaty |nspection
Readi ness Program (DTIRP). FY 2012 funding provides for security preparedness and an
outreach program designed to provide inplenmentation education and awareness concerning
arnms control operational activities. The program provides arnms control inplenmentation

advi ce and assistance to sites that require on-site inspection and over flight. Maxinmum
efficiencies are achieved by utilizing experts from established facilities and services
from DoD and other agencies to provide specially trained personnel, analyses, and

educational activities.

8) Nunn-Lugar d obal Cooperation Program

The goal of the DTRA Nunn-Lugar d obal Cooperation (NLGC) Program is to confront WD
threats at their source and as far from American borders as possible. Under the NLGC
unbrella and as part of the DTRA dobal Counter-Trafficking Initiative, the Regional
Counter-proliferation Engagenent (RCE) Program will execute training events, sem nars and
informati on exchanges anong regional partner nations to conbat WD proliferation by
i mprovi ng regional cooperation and information sharing. The ultimate goal of the RCE
Program is to increase the capacity of regional partners to enploy and enhance counter-
proliferation strategies and capacity and to fully integrate these partners into the
gl obal counter-proliferation comunity.

B. WWD Conbat Support and Operations: 127,187 163,419 147,113

The DTRA provides conbat and warfighter support to the Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS), the
COCOMs, and military services as they engage the threat and chall enges posed to the U S.,
its forces and allies by any WVMD to include chem cal, biological, radiological, nuclear,
and high-yield explosive weapons (CBRNE). The DTRA supports the essential WD response
capabilities, functions, activities, and tasks necessary to sustain all elenents of
operating forces within their areas of responsibility at all |levels of war.

The DTRA's operational prograns are closely tied with its research, devel opnent, test and
eval uation prograns that provide technical support to DoD conponents and other
organi zations (as appropriate) in areas related to WWD and desi gnated advanced weapons.

The DTRA supports the Ofice of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) for prograns that provide
oversight for DoD nuclear matters. The DTRA provides support to the Joint Staff wth
stockpile tracking and accounting through the use of the Defense Integration and
Managenment of Nucl ear Data Services (DI AMONDS) system and with conducting nuclear surety
i nspecti ons. The DTRA provides nuclear weapons experts in the area of maintenance,
safety, Joint Nuclear Wapon Publications, and |ogistics, policy, and technical subject-
matter expertise. The DTRA provides advice and direct support to COCOVs or |ead Federal
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

Agenci es through planning, training, national-level exercises, and operational support
for accidents or incidents involving WWD.

The Nucl ear Support program provides expert and responsive DoD nuclear m ssion support to
osD, Joint Staff, COCOvs, and the Services; successfully partners with the National
Nucl ear Security Admnistration (NNSA), the Interagency and other DITRA prograns; and
supports the wviability and credibility of the US Strategic Deterrent, and its
transformation into the 21st century.

The Conbat Support program provides the COCOMs with Technical Support G oups (TSGs) who
can rapidly and globally deploy to provide the COCOVs and other U S. CGovernment Agencies
with the capability to counter the WWD threats. The TSGs provide equi pnent, training,
scientific (on-site Subject Matter Expertise (SMEs)), technical, and operational support
to COCOM designated, search forces and, if necessary, can augnent their personnel. The
TSGs bring a 24/7 reachback capability through the DTRA Operations Center (DTRA/OC) with
a linkage to numerous U. S. Governnent Laboratories (additional SMES).

The DTRA provides pre-incident site characteristics packages to COCOVs to aid in a crisis
situation to recapture the site, or for consequence managenent planning. The Chai r man

Joint Chiefs of Staff (JCS) Contingency Plan (classified) directs this program By
conducting these surveys, the DTRA nonitors requirenents, tracks suspenses, and receives
feedback fromthe custoner by way of exercise or tabletop reviews to inprove the product.
The DTRA standard is to provide tinely and accurate survey anal ysis and products tailored
to the custonmer needs within 90 days of collecting survey data. These surveys are
detailed tactical planning tools, which include: 3-D nodeling; in-depth narrative
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| . Descri ption of OQperations Financed (continued):

descriptions; imagery; architectural blueprints and mssion specific infiltration and
exfiltration (air and ground); critical routes; positions for site exploitation; and
breachi ng dat a. In FY 2010, 8 Site Surveys were conpleted; and 10 Site Surveys wll be

conpl eted each year in FY 2011 and FY 2012.

Wthin the Conbat Support program the prom nence of support to the COCOVE continues to
i ncrease because of the terrorist attacks against the U S. and subsequent U S. offensive
oper at i ons. The requirenents of the National Strategy to Conmbat Wapons of Mass
Destructi on, Nat i onal Mlitary Strategy to Conbat Wapons of Mss Destruction,
Quadrenni al Defense Review (QR), the Cuidance for Devel opnment of the Force (GDF), the
Nucl ear Posture Review (NPR) and changes to the Unified Command Plan (UCP), continue to
be integrated into this program Mreover, enphasis has been placed on the Departnent’s
Transformation Planning Guidance (TPG to assist in the long range planning efforts of
the DTRA conbat support mssion and provides a starting point for future operational
endeavors. The DTRA established Regional Area Desks to provide Agency-w de integration
and synchroni zation of the DITRA activities in the regions and with the COCOW. The Area
Desk OFficers will function in parallel to the Agency’s COCOM based Liaison Oficers.

The DIRA is <continuing to expand conbat support mssions to be dual-purposed,
synergistic, and closely aligned wth war efforts, providing a foundation for
transformational initiatives wthin the WD arena. The DTRA manages the CWD-Terrorism
(CWD-T) Support Program and sustains a CWD T Support Cell to integrate and federate
all-source intelligence products and information to support the Joint Intelligence
Preparation of the QOperational Environnent process to anticipate plausible terrorist WD
t hreats.
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

The DTRA serves as the Program Manager for the Foreign Consequence Managenent (FCM
Exercise Program as directed by DoD Instruction 2000.21. The FCM Exercise Program
creates a series of exercises that prepare the Geographic Conbatant Commanders (GCCs) to
respond to a foreign WWD attack or accidental release. The training effort focuses
primarily on three scenarios: 1) mtigating the effects of WD attack or accidental
rel ease that inpacts U S. Forces or installations overseas; or 2) providing assistance to
the affected foreign nation followwing a WD attack or accidental release; or
3) situations where DoD is the lead, for exanple, in a conbat zone or where a host
gover nnment does not exist.

The DTRA executes the Bal anced Survivability Assessnment (BSA) Program in accordance wth
DoD Instruction 3000.08 and under the authority of the Under Secretary of Defense for

Acqui sition, Technology, and Logistics (USD(AT&L)). BSA teans conduct mission
survivability assessnments of critical and vital U S. and Allied national/theater mssion
systens, networks, architectures, infrastructures, and assets. BSAs focus on m ssion

continuity and assess against a broad spectrum of threats including accidents, natural
di sasters, technological failure, information system attacks, terrorists, radio frequency
weapons (RFW, sabotage, and weapons of nmass destruction (W.D). BSA teans identify
m ssion vulnerabilities and recommend ways to mtigate or elimnate them They al so
provi de senior USG and DoD | eaders and managers with a long-term investnent strategy for
ri sk managenent. BSAs provide an all-hazard assessnent capability to support
survivability of key systens and facilities that support OSD, COCOVs, and other DoD and
Federal Agenci es. An exanpl e includes support to USSTRATCOM s diverse roles in d obal
Command and Control; Space Operations; Gobal Strike; Conbating WWD, Integrated Mssile
Def ense; Information Operations, Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnai ssance; and
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| . Descri ption of Operations Financed (continued):

Strategic Deterrence. The DTRA al so provides technical support such as the review of
pl anning activities for new facilities to ensure that m ssion survivability is considered
prior to construction and conducting snmaller assessnments that focus on specific
survivability issues. Additionally, the DTRA supports Post-Mnot Nuclear Surety efforts
by providing BSAs on the Nuclear Command and Control System (NCCS), critical
comuni cati on systens, nuclear weapons storage sites and operational bases, and other
nucl ear related sites.

The DoD Red Team w thin the Balanced Survivability Assessnment (BSA) Program perforns
vul nerability analysis of DoD and non-DoD assets, operations, and facilities. The DoD
Red Team provides a unique assessnent capability simulating an independent,
mul tidisciplinary adversary and perforns all assessnents entirely from an adversarial
perspective enulating threats ranging from well-funded terrorist organizations to foreign
intelligence services. The DoD Red Team program gives our clients a uni que assessnent as
they provide a true “outside |ooking in” perspective. Unlike other assessnents, the DoD
Red Team uses no insider information, and only the client’s senior |eadership and a few
trusted agents are aware of the effort. Uilizing the full spectrum of identified
adversarial capabilities limted only by legal requirenents and restrictions mandated by
the client, this level of effort provides a ground truth perspective of the client’s
protection prograns.

The Conmbat Support Program al so provides direct support to the Joint Staff in the area of
vul nerability assessnents. The Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff (CICS), through the J3
Deputy Director for Antiterrorism and Honel and Defense (J3 DDAT/HD) has directed the
DTRA, in its capacity as a Combat Support Agency, to provide direct field support and

perform Joint Staff Integrated Vulnerability Assessments (JSIVA) for COCOVs, Services and
DoD Agencies. In this capacity, the DITRA JSIVA programis to provide teans conprised of
active duty mlitary and DoD civilians that are fully capable of assessing six broad
areas relating to facility wvulnerability to terrorist operations and the neans of
reduci ng mass casualties and damage to m ssion-essential materials. These assessnents
i ncl ude: (1) Terrorist Operations; (2) Security Operations; (3) Structural Engineering
(4) Infrastructure Engineering; (5) Emergency Managenent-CBRNE and (6) Information
Oper at i ons.

The JSIVA teans exam ne specific installations and provide the installation commuander
with realistic judgnents regarding vulnerabilities to terrorist actions and suggestions
for both procedural and technical options to mtigate those vulnerabilities.

visits. The DNWs will al so host 6 courses conducted by outside agencies and provide

Nucl ear Weapons Instructional Museum (NWM tours both classified and uncl assifi ed.

Class totals will consist of approximately 114 in-resident classes, 100 Qutreach nodul es,
1,000 DL classes, 13 MITs, and 175 NWMtours. The DNWS converted 3 courses to web-based
training in FY 2010 to conplenent the 9 that were already in the school catalog. This
brings the total to 12 Di stance Learning courses. The DNWS is partnered with the Joint
Know edge Devel opnent and Distribution Capability (JKDDC), who currently hosts six DNWS
courses on the Joint Know edge Online (JKO website. During FY 2011 and FY 2012, the
DNWS wi | | continue web-based Nucl ear Surety nodul es and courses. Additionally, the DNW5
anticipates its student base will shift somewhat from Conbatant Commands to the Services
due to the increased enphasis on nuclear surety and to the G vil Support Teans in support
of Honel and Defense. The DNW5 is accredited by the American Council on Education (ACE),
whi ch has granted college credit for 10 of the school’s courses. In FY 2011 and FY 2012,
the DNWs wi || consi der DNWS col | ege partnerships in other geographic educational regions,
and explore the possibility of DNWS courses becom ng part of other colleges’ degree and
certificate prograns.

The DTRIAC is the key DoD source of information and analysis on DIRA-rel ated topics. The
DTRI AC mai ntai ns a speci alized nuclear know edge library which serves as the core of the
knowl edge managenent piece of the DITRU. The DTRI AC establishes and mai ntains

conpr ehensi ve know edge bases of information ranging fromthe transient radiation effects
on electronics to targeting information for hardened target defeat, which include
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historical, technical, scientific, and other information collected throughout the world
and pertinent to the CBRNE comunity.

The DTRI AC collection, located on Kirtland Air Force Base, Al buquerque, NM has over
3,000,000 records, making it the largest collection in the Informati on Analysis Center
(I'AC) comunity. These records include over 350,000 catal ogued text file titles, 25,000
films (over 10,000,000 feet), 2,000,000 still photos, and other types of records dating
from 1941 to present. A mpjor DIRIAC initiative is the preservation and digitization of
its collection. |In addition to digitizing of technical reports and docunents, the film
collection is on cellulose triacetate-based film (the standard at the tine) with a
projected |ifespan of approximately 50 years. As the |ast nucl ear atnospheric test was
held in 1962, and the majority of filns date back to the md-1940s, all of these filns
have exceeded their designed |ifespan. These filns are rapidly deteriorating, causing
col or fading, shrinking, rips, tears, solvent damage and, nost inportantly , cellul ose
triacetate deconposition. |If not preserved, this inportant and irrepl aceabl e asset wl|
be lost. To preserve the filns in accordance with U S. National Archives and Records
Adm ni stration standards, the filns need to be transferred to pol yester-based fil m stock.
In order to provide access to users, the filnms nust be digitized to conputer nedia. 1In
FY 2011 and FY 2012, the DTRI AC expects to preserve and digitize over 250,000 feet of
film In FY 2011 and FY 2012, the DTRI AC expects to conduct over 12,000 on-Iline
inquires, respond to over 70 FO As, 600 tel ephonic and email inquiries, and tours of the
docunent and filmareas to visitors.
