Homeowners Assistance Fund, Defense, Transfer


This memorandum provides instructions for implementation of a transfer into the Homeowners Assistance Fund, Defense.  

The transfer of $15.6 million from the Base Realignment and Closure Account, Part IV (Army, $2.9 million; Navy, $7.7 million; and Air Force, $5.0 million), to the Homeowners Assistance Fund, Defense, is approved for implementation on March 31, 1999, contingent upon congressional approval.  Transfer authority is provided by section 127 of Public Law 105-237, the Military Construction Appropriations Act, 1999.  A 21-day notification to the congressional committees is required prior to the transfer; March 30, 1999, is the last day of that notification period.

The attached data sheets provide instructions for the transfer and apportionment of funds.  Immediate transfer and apportionment of $13.4 million on the 22nd day is planned, unless one of the congressional committees objects.  Therefore, the required apportionment documents should be processed as soon as possible and the SF 1151, Non-Expenditure Transfer Authorization, should be ready for submittal to Treasury at the proper time.  The remaining $2.2 million is planned for transfer no later than June 1, 1999.
