This reprogramming action is submitted for prior approval because it uses general transfer authority, pursuant
to section 8005 of Public Law 105-262, the DoD Appropriations Act, 1999; and section 1001 of Public Law
105-261, the Strom Thurmond National Defense Authorization Act for FY 1999.  The action is in support of a
higher priority item, based on unforeseen military requirements, than that for which the funds were originally
appropriated.  It meets all administrative and legal requirements of the Congress and has not previously been
denied by the Congress.  The action also involves an item of congressional special interest.  This action affects
Tactical Intelligence and Related Activities (TIARA) but does not affect Joint Military Intelligence Programs
(JMIP) or the National Foreign Intelligence Program (NFIP).  This action is partially reflected in the
FY 2000/2001 President’s budget.

Additionally, the SUBSAFE flexible hoses in the operators’ compartment had to be
reworked due to interference problems.  The ASDS program is now undergoing SUBSAFE, Deep
Submergence Certification and systems integration testing enroute to shallow water testing in Aberdeen,
Maryland, and subsequent deep water testing off West Palm Beach, Florida.

Funding is also
available due to inflation savings ($.072 million).

Explanation:  Funds are available because 13% ($.64 million) of the planned procurement of the Multi-Role
Anti-Armor Anti-Personnel Weapon System (MAAWS) ammunition can be slipped to FY 2000 with no delay
in deliveries due to the third quarter contract award date for FY 1999.  Restoral of this funding is included in
the FY 2000 President’s budget.  Funding is also available due to inflation savings ($.11 million).

Explanation:  Funds are made available by delaying by one year the 40mm Ship Gun Munitions training and
war reserve munitions supporting the Navy SOF operators ($1.8 million).  Restoral of these funds is included
in the FY 2000 President’s budget.
