Accordingly, the frequncy is greater than a monthly control 

but less than weekly controls, which would be performed 12 times and 52 times, 

respectively.

We generated a listing of ULO for the reporting entity and noted that the balance was 

$49,000,234.  We agreed the balance to the trial balance (GL 1234) without exception.  We 

considerred the frequency of the control, which is greater than monthly (10 times) and less 

than weekly (52 times); this frequency require a minimum sample items of 3 and 10, 

respectively.  We selected 10 items, which is the conservative approach.

The sample sizes exceeds the minimum sample (which would be the 6.5 items - the mid-

point between the 3 and 10, the minimum sample size for monthly and weekly controls,
