1801 FREEDOM OF INFORMATION ACT 
 
 Public Law 89-554, enacted September 6, 1966, commonly known as the “Freedom of 
Information Act,” Title 5, United States Code (U.S.C.), section 552, as amended, was enacted with 
the intent of having openness in government and making information available to the public. 
 
1802 PRIVACY ACT 
 
 Public Law 93-579, enacted December 31, 1974, commonly known as the “Privacy Act of 
1974,” 5 U.S.C. 552a, as amended, was enacted to safeguard individual privacy by governing the 
collection, safeguarding, maintenance, public notice, use, access, amendment, and dissemination of 
personal information.
