Contract administration services (CAS) hourly reimbursable billing rates should
be applied to direct labor hours incurred in support of CAS efforts. These CAS rates
areto be used in billing other federal agencies (except for the National Aeronautics
and Space Administration), the public, and foreign military sales (FMS) customers.

Rates to be used for NASA areat Tab L. FMS customers are to be billed in accordance
with subsections 70406 and 80601 of Volume 15, “Security Assistance Policy and
Procedures,” of the DoD Financial Management Regulation (DoD 7000.14-R).
