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	Description:  Victory Base Equipment Replacement.  Buy replacement communications equipment for installation at Victory Base, Baghdad, Iraq, at the DISN service delivery point.  Communications support to Operation Iraqi Freedom includes a DISN service delivery point at Victory Base, Baghdad.  Requested funding will fund purchase of equipment for installation in late FY2008 to upgrade capacity and replace equipment which has been in use there since 2004.  The equipment in service has had regular maintenance, but due to the irregular power, dust, and frequent maintenance and installation actions due to the pace of operations, should be replaced within the next 12-14 months to provide reliability and capacity of communications for warfighters deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom. 
New Video Equipment in Bahrain.  A Bahrain hub will provide value-added video teleconferencing (VTC) services to the USCENTCOM area of responsibility (AOR).  Value-added services include increased reliability, new functions & features and technology enhancements.  The Bahrain hub will replace the SWA hub as the sixth global regional hub to support DVS video traffic.    

Impact if funds are not provided:  Victory Base - the equipment reliability and available capacity will diminish due to irregular power, dust, frequent maintenance actions and increased installation actions due to the pace of operations.  This will result in a negative impact on the operations and ability to support the warfighter deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom.  
Bahrain Video Equipment - resources and enhanced services will not be available to the warfighter since the existing Kuwait SWA hub is not directly interoperable with the DVS-II management system that automatically allocates resources and device control functions for the DVS-II.  
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
