3.  Amounts expended that exceed available fund balances
with Treasury whether apportioned or not.

(Recurring provisions of annual DoD Appropriations Acts
provide that cash balances (Fund Balance with Treasury)
in working capital funds may be maintained ONLY in
such amounts as are necessary at any time for cash
disbursements to be made from such funds.  This
provision allows working capital funds to incur liabilities
in excess of available fund balances with Treasury.)
